Features of industrial development in the regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan

The article summarizes the possibilities of the program for the development of regions in the development of
Kazakhstan's industry. The authors note that according to the technical level, the level of automation and me-
chanization, the complexity and depth of processing of raw materials, environmental indicators and energy
intensity, the existing production of Kazakhstan lag markedly behind advanced production abroad. Therefore,
tools for state regulation of industrial modernization processes are needed. At present, the state indirectly af-
fects the activities of industrial enterprises. The authors, considering the output of industrial products by re-
gion, argue that the efficiency of economic activity depends equally on the channels of supply of raw mate-
rials and materials, and on the availability of markets. In the opinion of the authors of the article, the main
problem of innovative development is, on the one hand, the weak interest of business in the implementation
of innovative projects, on the other hand, the lack of financial and other opportunities for developing and in-
troducing the latest technologies and equipment for many enterprises in the real sector of the economy. These
aspects of public administration will be governed by a renewed regional policy that should be able to optimal-
ly mobilize the resources and potential of regions depending on the specialization of industry. The authors
proposed the basics of industrial policy aimed at progressive changes in the structure of industrial production
in accordance with selected national goals and priorities.

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Features of the application of project management
in the implementation of agricultural programs

This article takes into considerationmany features of the state regulation of agriculture with the help of the
state programs of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The role of agro-industrial complex in the domestic and for-
eign markets in connection with the membership of Kazakhstan in the Eurasian Economic Union and the
World Trade Organization are also revealed. The authors analyzed the state program for the development of
the agro-industrial complex, which is aimed at providing the domestic needs of the population for the de-
manded types of agricultural products as well as defining targeted export policy. Financial sources for the im-
plementation of the state agricultural program of the Republic of Kazakhstan have been identified and aimed
at implementing the priorities of the country's strategic development and ensuring national security. During
the research, the authors identified a number of characteristic features of project management, which should
be taken into account in the implementation of agricultural programs. The methodological approaches of
project management are characterized as following: the approach based on the internal development of
projects; an approach based on the high integration of various aspects of project management; an approach
based on a model for the development of project management; marketing approach to project management.
The article identifies the socio-economic and organizational problems that affect the effectiveness of the agri-
cultural programs implementation by the state. The development of project management in the Republic of
Kazakhstan and the possibility of applying the project management mechanism in the implementation of
agricultural programs are also considered.

Agriculture is one of the important sectors of the economy, which forms the food and economic security
of the country, as well as the labor and settlement potential of rural areas. The agro-industrial complex of the
Republic of Kazakhstan (RK) has good prospects for further development: the export positions of the oilseed
and meat sectors are increasing and for grain and flour, Kazakhstan has become one of the largest exporting
countries in the world in the shortest period of time. Kazakhstan's membership in the Eurasian Economic
Union and the World Trade Organization creates opportunities and at the same time places high demands on
competitiveness in both the domestic and foreign markets. In this regard, the role of state regulation of the
agro-industrial complex is essential.

During the period of independence, nine program documents were developed on the basis of which the
state policy in the agro-industrial complex was implemented: «Aul» socio-economic development program
for 1991-1995 and for the period up to 2000, the Conceptual Program for the Development of Agro-
industrial Complex for 1993-1995 and up to 2000, the Program for the Development of Agricultural Produc-
tion for 2000-2002, the State Agro-Food Program for 2003-2005, the State Program for the Development of
Rural Areas for 2004-2010, the Concept of Sustainable Development of the Agro-industrial Complex for
2006-2010, the Program of Priority Measures for the Implementation of the Concept of Sustainable Devel-
opment of the Agro-industrial Complex of the RK for 2006-2010, the Agro-industrial Development Program
for 2010-2014 and the Agro-business development program in the RK «Agro-business 2017».

The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, N. Nazarbayev, in his address to the people of Ka-
zakhstan, «The Third Modernization of Kazakhstan: Global Competitiveness», noted that «the agro-
industrial complex of Kazakhstan has a promising future. In many respects, we can be one of the world's
largest producers of agricultural exports. Especially, for the production of organic food. The brand made in
Kazakhstan should become the standard of such products.

The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan also instructed the Government and mayors:

— to review the principles of subsidies and gradually switch to product insurance;

— to create all conditions for the unification of more than 500,000 households and small farmers in co-
operatives within 5 years, which is necessary;
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—to increase the level of processing of products, create an effective system of storage, transportation
and sale of goods;

— to increase the level of labor productivity and reduce production costs;

— to increase the efficiency of land use. To increase the area of irrigated land by 40%, thereby increas-
ing to 2 million hectares within 5 years;

— to increase the amount of investment in agricultural research that will be in demand in production [1].

These tasks should be implemented within the framework of the new state program for the development
of the agro-industrial complex. In this regard, the State Program for the Development of the Agro-industrial
Complex of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2017-2021 was developed in accordance with the instructions of
the head of State and with the strategic objectives of the development of the RK, «100 concrete steps» [2]
and «Kazakhstan-2050» Strategy [3].

Thus, this Program will be aimed at ensuring the domestic needs of the population in demand for agri-
cultural products and the definition of a targeted export policy. According to this, for the period from 2017 to
2021 for the implementation of the program will be used funds in the amount of KZT 2,374.1 billion (Table).

As shown in Table, for the implementation of the state program for the development of the agro-
industrial complex, more than 75 % of the funds will be allocated from the republican and local budgets. In
order to increase the volume of agricultural production, with an emphasis on the most popular types of food
products and the export development of processed agricultural products, it is necessary to ensure the maxi-
mum coverage of agricultural producers with state support by creating favorable conditions and infrastruc-
ture for the production of primary processing, storage and marketing of competitive products.

In modern conditions, the most relevant and effective method of managing state programs in the context
of uncertainty and instability of the external environment is project management. Application of project
management allows almost 60 states of the world to achieve: improving the effectiveness of public adminis-
tration; clear planning and implementation of projects and programs; control over the expenditure of funds;
optimality of forecasting the usage of resources and terms of execution; transparency of the project imple-
mentation process; reducing the risks of time and resources (including budget expenditures of all levels).

For many countries, project management remains a fairly unknown direction in the management me-
thodology. Most of them still give preference to traditional approaches in management. In this context, the
professional activity of civil servants is a complex of flexible social technologies for managing social
processes, which are developing objectively. In connection with these, there is a constant complication of the
content of the work performed by civil servants, the emergence of new professional requirements, special-
ties, scientific and technical equipment of labor, an increase in the degree of complexity of objectified forms
of work, employment, jobs, etc. All this gives grounds to assert that at the present stage there are a number of
contradictions and the sphere of professional activity of civil servants.

When applying project management in the implementation of agricultural programs, a number of cha-
racteristic features should be taken into account, the main ones of which are:

— a sign of change as the main content of the project (a targeted transfer from the existing to some de-
sired state);

— a sign of limited duration in time;

— a sign of limited resources;
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— a sign of the «uniqueness» of the project and the novelty that the project implements;

—a sign of complexity (a number of environmental factors, participants, directly or indirectly affecting
the process and results of the project);

— a sign of legal and organizational generalization (a specific organizational structure for the duration of
the project);

— a sign of differentiation with other projects.

The main elements of the project include:

— uniquely formulated goals and objectives, which means the main purpose of the project;

— a set of project activities to expand the problem and achieve the goals;

— organization of the implementation of project activities, i.e. linking them by resources and executors
to achieve the project objectives in a limited period of time and within the limits of the given cost and quality;

— the main indicators of the project (from the project objectives in general to the local (private) — for
individual tasks, stages, activities, executors), including indicators that characterize its effectiveness.

Creation of creative environment and conditions for strategic thinking, joint discussion of problems and
opportunities for development, establishment of strategic goals and implementation of other activities for the
development of the strategy is successfully achieved within the framework of the project team. In addition,
the joint work of managers and specialists on the most important issues in the organization makes it possible
to improve the corporate culture, develop cooperation, strengthen motivation and responsibility.

Currently, the general trend of improving public administration is the increasing use of the methods of
management development and successfully implemented in practice by organizations, including commercial
ones. To date, one of the most progressive methodological approaches to the implementation of purposeful
activities of the state is the application of the methodology of project management.

Considering some basic approaches and principles of the project management system, which are the ba-
sis for determining its structural elements:

1. An approach based on the internal development of projects. More and more attention in project man-
agement is given to specialists who are engaged in the practical implementation of the project. Specifically,
coordinated and creative work of the staff that contributes to the emergence of new innovative ideas which
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give necessary flexibility for the projects in modern conditions. At the same time, the internal development
of projects includes:

— individual development of employees;

— development of management teams, corporate culture and production and economic relations on their
basis;

— industry-wide development and implementation of policies aimed at stimulating programs to improve
project management [7].

In our point of view, the projects are characterized by a number of problems: poor management of
communications, resources, requirements; uncertain criteria for project success; unrealistic budget; poor or
even absent risk management; insufficiently clear processes for controlling and managing changes, etc. The
solution to these problems often lies in the qualifications, experience, personal abilities of project managers.
The success of the implementation of national projects for the first persons is equal to the possession of basic
and advanced skills of project and operational management, a strategic vision of the project environment,
and reflected leadership qualities.

2. The approach based on the high integration of various aspects of project management is to concen-
trate efforts on the strategic plan of the enterprise. The relationship between project management and the
strategic plan is the precondition for the long-term success of the enterprise. Usually, in order to obtain more
global advantages and excellence (in industry, business), project programs are integrated into portfolios that
pursue the goals of the most recent strategic level.

It is the goals of the strategic level that are the key task of realizing projects. For their achievement is
the whole complex of project management tools. It is necessary to correctly identify the objectives of
projects and subprojects in their composition, to be able to manage the content of projects (intermediate — at
the project level, medium-priority — at the program level, key — at the portfolios level).

Reorganization of project management in accordance with this approach may require a wide variety of
changes - from the training of project managers and employees to the change of the entire system of financial
and economic management of the enterprise. Integration includes: a) the integration of the project and the
strategic plan; b) integration in the management of a particular project [8].

3. The approach based on the project management development model (PMMM — Project Manage-
ment Maturity Model). This model helps to develop strategic planning of the project objectives. The PMMM
model consists of 5 basic levels (common language, common processes, unified methodology, comparison,
continuous development), reflecting the varying degree of development of project management [9].

As we see, for the application of this management model needs to keep correct, modern planning of
projects from the beginning to the completion stage, the precise control of the fulfillment of the assigned
tasks. Implementation of the project is a multilevel workflow, long chains of agreements, interdependencies,
complex budgeting schemes.

4. The marketing approach to project management is focused on creating the ideal product that satisfies
consumers as much as possible. At the same time, a systemic approach is very important, in which all key
characteristics of a product, its development, production, marketing, etc., are coordinated [10].

In general, the marketing approach in management (marketing management) is the analysis, planning,
implementation of the business plan and monitoring the implementation of activities designed to establish,
strengthen and maintain profitable exchanges with target buyers in order to achieve certain tasks of the or-
ganization, such as obtaining profit, sales growth, increased market share, etc. The marketing approach to
project management can be called pre-project. It is the preliminary studies that outline the results, set the tim-
ing and efficiency of the project to create the product.

The development of a strategy or strategic plan in agriculture is formally implemented as a project. The
charter and the project plan are developed, the goals and tasks, the time schedule are determined. The organ-
ization of works is carried out, specialists are selected, the project team is formed. The final product of such
a project is the planning and reporting documentation. After the delivery of the final product to the customer,
for example, the board of directors, begins the process of operational planning and budgeting for the year,
the first in the strategic plan.

Nevertheless, there are problems that have a significant impact on the effectiveness of the implementa-
tion of agricultural programs by the state. These include:

— problems of formation of personnel structure of managing structures (high cost of hiring effective
specialists, inability to allocate expenses for a number of projects);

— lack of motivation to achieve the final results of the project;
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— the complexity of a flexible response to changes in the project (prompt involvement of necessary spe-
cialists, preparation and implementation of changes in the project, prompt conduct of additional expertise of
modifiable project solutions);

— insufficient level of possession of modern technologies of project management.

The advantages of the project approach to strategic planning are obvious. Firstly, it is possible to avoid
the routine and formality of the planning process, which demotivates its participants. Secondly, a team of
managers and specialists is selected, which together evaluate development alternatives, develop strategic
goals and measures to achieve them. With the proper organization of work of the project team, it is possible
to reach the best results when solving strategic planning tasks. Thirdly, there is no need to maintain a large
apparatus of planners, and managers at different levels of the organizational hierarchy are involved in the
planning process.

The Innovation Committee of the People's Democratic Party «Nur-Otan» developed a Concept for the
Development of Project Management in the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2010-2020, the purpose of which
was the activation of regulatory, legislative, socio-economic and organizational and methodological activities
for the development of project management in all spheres of the state and society. This concept became a
program document that initiates the development of project management in the Republic of Kazakhstan for
the period until 2020 [11].

An important role in the development of project management in the country was played by the Associa-
tion of Legal Entities in the form of the Association of Project Managers of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
whose goal was to promote practices and methods of project management in the territory of Kazakhstan. To
accelerate the introduction of modern technologies of project management in all spheres of the life of the
state, the Union of Project Managers conducts training and training seminars on project management, pro-
vides consulting services for companies and organizations on the introduction of project management in the
activities of the structures. On the initiative and with the participation of this Union, on November 7, 2014,
the National Standard of ST RK ISO 21500-2014 — Project Management Guide was adopted, and a new
instrument of state support - project management consulting - was introduced into the State Program «Busi-
ness Road Map-2020» [12].

A major event in the promotion of project management technologies in Kazakhstan was the holding of
the First International Congress of Project Managers on November 27, 2015, organized by the Academy of
Public Administration under the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Kazakhstan Public-Private
Partnership Center, the Union of Project Managers of the Republic of Kazakhstan with the support of the
European Union project «Reform and Modernization of public service of the government of Kazakhstany.
The main purpose of the congress was to discuss conceptual approaches to the development and implementa-
tion of the principles of project management in the activities of the state and quasi-public sectors of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan. During the plenary session, foreign experts presented reports and presentations on the
best practices of the countries of the European Union, the United States, China and Russia on the introduc-
tion of project management principles in the public administration system. In turn, Kazakh speakers focused
on the application of the project approach in the management of state programs and projects, as well as on
the issues of increasing investment attractiveness and competitiveness. As a result of the Congress, specific
recommendations were developed and sent to the appropriate state bodies [13].

Thus, the use of the mechanism of project management in the implementation of agricultural programs
should ensure the effectiveness of programs, because it allows to ensure:

— the predictability of the result due to a clear goal setting, the formation of a calendar plan for its
achievement and risk management;

— increase of transparency of activity due to the possibility of monitoring the project in a constant mode
according to the established benchmarks, which contributes to the growth of the quality of control and man-
agement of its implementation;

— increase the effectiveness of the work of the participants by creating a system of incentives, which
cause direct interest in the success of the project.

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Creating brand of tourist territories as an element of multidimensional
structure of the development of entrance tourism

The article analyzes the structure of the brand of tourist territories, which is important for travelers when
selecting a tourist zones and appears as a set of associations. The structure of the brand is explained by two
main concepts as brand identity and brand image. Analyzed the relationship between them. Also, considered
the concept of brand positioning, which is a specific mediator between the two. In its turn discussed the
structure of brand identity. Also described the positive results of the formation of the brand for the tourist
zones. The authors investigated a number of associations that are updated when a tourist thinks of the tourist
zone and compares it with others. Shown the attributes that affect the image of the tourist area. As an
example, presented the tourism branding Indian policy called «Incredible Indiay. Summing up the results
proved that the creating brand of tourist territories is a multidimensional structure.

The experience of many countries shows that today's advanced communication technology to promote
national interests is the technology of branding. It is popular among the other areas that may lead to a specif-
ic area of the territory as an intangible asset that distinguishes the formation and promotion of the brand.
First of all, usage of this technology was caused by the need to attract tourists, investment to the country. In
this industry significant competition which took place in «international market», promotion of branding
technology has become topical. The main objective of the regional brand is to create awareness and descrip-
tiveness related to object.

Increase of the role of branding and image of tourist territories (country, region, and city), is related to
changes in consumer behavior. Selection of a place for holidays as an indicator of quality of life of modern
consumers. Currently, planning by person to invest their own time and capital should have huge of the emo-
tional components and high value. World Tourism Organization (UNWTO) show that in the XXI century
tourist territories will be able to offer more branded items to consumers [1; 4].

Nowadays, in the field of branding and creating images of tourist territories indicate lack of works and
research. This question depends on many conditions; including the most important is comparative appearing
of regional marketing which is considering region as a product. Territorial marketing still have not got his
the necessary spread in management practices.

Branding - an important part of the marketing strategy of promoting territories. following positive re-
sults to build brand for tourist territories:

— Increase the probability of selection of the same area as a place to travel by potential tourists.If
Tourist not sure of getting the feelings that he wants, he will not go to there. In this case, tourists will not
have chance to learn,to compare all turist areas. In this case tourist will use information of similarity of brand
which help to choose place same to his requirement.

— Smart built brand can quickly show to tourists advantages of the mentioned area.In addition, brand
can give advantages of areas for potential tourists by just quickly reminding it.

— It has possibility to build positive attitudes, wishes of the strong brand.Tourist, who gets positive ex-
perience by travelling to known tourist area, can quickly recover memoriesby looking to the brand elements
(name, logo, and slogan). Gifts and photos can re-awaken have taken impression.

— In some places having rest is a tool, which delivers individual personality and lifestyle. Brand of
area gives opportunity to form his similarity, also to have an opinion about environment, during select-
ing anarea, which is important motive.Travelling to area with formed stable brand helps to increase
self-rating. Tourists who visited that region deliver information to other people about their status, worth,
lifestyle. Therefore, any tourist try to take with him gifts named by the name of place of visit. Gifts are
confirmation of the fact, that tourist visited that place. Many regions choose their slogan as formation of
tourist identification. For example: Everyone knows about well-known brand called «I love New York»
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which created in 1970. New York City made new slogan identical to previous idea «The World’s second
home» in 2005.

— Visualization and properly named brand gives opportunity to differentiation from competitors.
Studies show, for example, Europeans and Americans cannot distinguish Slovenia and Slovakia, as well
as the Central Asian countries. The list Include our country.

— Brand gives an extra reputation for the area. Holidays spent in famous tourist arcas help raise
level of self - assessment. If people spend holidays in unknown places, it does not give an opportunity
to raise the self - assessment.

Tourist areas — not only just a name, it is a nature of the area, causing interest in natural landscapes,
local cultural wealth, set of reflection which is provided by specific types of activities.

And the brand for tourists is invitation to go there and understanding of a wide range of unique effects.
It is important to point that tourists buy impression.

In considering the structure of the brand in the field of branding in the worldwe all rely on expert
D.Aaker model [2; 93]. The model divided into two brands’ the most important concepts: relevance brand
(internal focus) and brand image (external focus).

The brand compliance (identity) — it is basic values and messages that formed in the minds of the con-
sumer and at the end perceived as a brand image. There is another determination for it, brand compliance —
main associations that prefer to link brand with the product. It is clear once again will provide the following
information: brand compliance with the creators of a unique product that you want to link to the brand asso-
ciations. Associations provide information to consumers about what that product gives to them [2; 150].

The brand compliance creates a link between brand and consumer based on functional, emotional bene-
fits and capabilities [3; 19].

The image of the brand is a formation of the brand in the consumers’ mind and brands reflex mirror. In
other words, thoughts, feelings and expectations of the people make connection with a brand.

In between brand compliance and image appears mediator, which is orientation of the brand. The con-
nection between brand compliance, brand image and orientation shown in Figure 1.

The brand compliance — it is a perception of tourists in the specific area as a tourist object. The image of
the area cannot be created without strategic decisions about brand compliance and content. Brand’s estab-
lished compliances creates brand image in the future. If brand marketing communications are successful in
the area, the image and brand compliance in the minds of tourists will be harmonious.

Brand and image should be seen as a complex structure. Also a brand is a spectacle set that forms by the
creators of the brand (brand identity) and formed in the minds of tourists (brand image).

The structure of brand compliance consists of foundation or base. Foundation or base — compliance —
the main basements of the brand promise. All elements combined in accordance with completed structure
[2; 114].
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The foundation and base — compliance should be stable all the time, mainly adoption period takes place
with compliance. The base and foundation’s compliance will be formed in the minds of potential visitors as a
basic concept of the area. In Figure 2 shown the transfer of the brand compliance to the image in marketing
strategy in the minds of potential tourists.

If the object is very complicated, the perception will be confusing and strange. Area is very complex
object. Area (territory) is set of institutions, people, organizations, attractions, and communications infra-
structure that connected with each other. Therefore, the established understandings of basic concepts of tour-
ist area are not clear enough. An entity need to know sufficient information about well — known tourist area,
otherwise will de difficult to establish contact with the place. Therefore, during the process of branding the
basic need is to create a clear target in the minds of potential tourists. As noted above, clear solution is the
compliance of base and foundation.

Brand's foundation and base — compliance formulation can be divided into the following requirements:

— Providing information about tourist area's unique characteristics in order to achieve loyalty;

— All aspects of the area need to be considered as a base of communications of the region;

— Should be interesting, meaningful and trustful;

— The relevant values that will be actual for a long time should be well presented.

In addition to the basic target concepts can be formed other associative ideas. It can be called as ex-
panded compliance of the brand. That means, foundation and base compliance's characteristics are not
enough.

One of the main tasks during the formation of the brand is making set of positive associations about
brand, which comes up when tourists think about this brand or when they compare with other brands. The
associations established on the base of the brand will show next points:

— The types of recipients and tourists;

— Tourist’s lifestyle;

— Types of holidays;

— Feature of the nature;

— The characteristics of the local population;

— The unique sides of the territory;
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— As an obvious example of something;

— The psychological benefits obtained through tourists;

— The emotional benefits obtained through tourists.

Table 2 defines the image of the tourist area, respectively; in accordance to the brand compliance de-
termines attributes and characteristics [4; 72].

For the above - mentioned brand structure, attributes and main elements of the tourist area can be taken
an example of branding strategy in India.

In 2002 India did not has specially organized promotion system and in different countries differently
imagined about India. A lot of historical cities of the India were unknown to potential tourists. At that
times countries such as Malaysia, China, and Thailand attracted huge number of tourists to their countries. In
the September of 2002 Tourism Ministry of India launched new international advertising campaign with slo-
gan «Incredible Indiax to attract attention to their rich cultural heritage and geographical diversity.

Campaign sponsored by Indian Government, Indian Association of tour agencies, also social organiza-
tion «Experience India Society». Center of campaign — Himalayas, wild nature, yoga, ayurveda (Indian tradi-
tional medicine).

Total amount of money spent to this campaign were 5.9 million US dollars, which included internation-
al magazines, TV, Web, mass media. Their main target audiences were from South Asia, Australia, UK,
France, Italy and Germany. Also campaign included outdoor advertisings. They chose famous, well-known
places (e.g. Times Square in New York City) and international airports to show ads.

This campaign’s the main and the most profitable theme was mysticism, moral experience and special
places. Chosen strategy successfully placed India in international market; even we can say that they overtook
their competitors. Singapore offers entertainment and shopping, while Malaysia offers sea, recreation. Cen-
turial spiritual experience was the main motive for tourists to visit India.

The new brand has been formed as a promotion in united and consistent manner for all Indian tourist of-
fices, tour operators and organization. The campaign «Incredible India» based on deep researches. Results of
that can be seen from appearing of the brand identity and personality, and list of characteristics and concepts.

Campaign successfully showed countries unique spirits, diversity of natural views and exceptional be-
havior of people.

Due to successful campaign in 2003 tourists flow who visited India increased to 15.3 %, and in 2004 it
raised again to 25 % (Fig. 3).

In 2006, the campaign «Incredible India» was awarded in the «Euro Effies» awards with the prize «Best
Brand». In 2002, the first phase of the campaign «Incredible India» was working with more than 10 various
advertising agencies. The Internet also actively used to promote the brand. The website
www.tourisminindia.com is optimized, attractive enough to create travel plan, functional, and the informa-
tion completed. More than 100 pictures specially designed for the 12 campaigns, also in order to attract in-
ternet users contests (competitions) were organized. The result of the campaign was 13 million visits in
1 month. Then, the site was called incredibleindia.com, and new design was made. Currently, this site is
working very successfully.

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Except the campaign «Incredible India», Indian states created their own campaigns in order to attract
tourists. For example, the state of Rajasthan called themselves as an «incredible state of India». The market-
ing effort is based on a unique selection of luxury class was aimed to promote tourism in the country and in
the international market. «Round palace» and local residents' various festivals identified the place of the state
in the world map. The state of Rajasthan spent billions of dollars and was able to develop infrastructure.The
number of visitors has increased from 0.3 million in 2003, to 1.4 million in 2007. Stepping up the develop-
ment of internal tourism increased from 12.5 million to 26 million. The number of foreign tourists that ar-
rived to India in 2011 was 19.5 million; the number of tourists visiting the state of Rajasthan was
1.35 million, or 6.9 % of the total number. On the territory of the country, the number of internal tourists was
equal to 850.8 million, and tourists in Rajasthan were 27.1 million [5].

In conclusion, the area of consumers, which is a positive set of attitudes and values of the brand can be
seen as a multidimensional structure.

It should be considered 2 main points in the structure of any tourist area branding during conducting.
These are brand compliance and brand image. In addition, mediation concept between these meanings of
brand direction is also important. They united necessary attributes to form correctly, to become successful
tourist brand. Therefore, it can be seen from organizing tourist strategy by Indian government, how it can
become successful by considering ideas forms in tourist mind and mentioned above values, attributes.

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Analysis and modeling of indicators of sustainable development
of regions in the Republic of Kazakhstan

Sustainable development management includes three major components: environmental, social, economic.
This paper is focused mainly on environmental part.The article includeseconometric modeling approach in
the analysis of environmental governance in the Republic of Kazakhstan on the way to sustainable develop-
ment. We estimate regions in the Republic of Kazakhstan according to their economic and environmental de-
velopment. Based on the above-mentioned we proposed 4 clusters. According to the analysis of environmen-
tal situation we found out that there is a need to minimize ecological consequences, future externalities for
new generations. Public authorities need to understand it in the process of implementation of long-term social
and economic strategy in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The prediction of the transition to «sustainable» devel-
opment made by our macroeconomic model is very favourable for the Republic of Kazakhstan from eco-
nomic, environmental and social points of view. In our model, it was shown that «sustainable development»
not only leads to the economic development of the country as a whole, but also provides a higher GRP
growth rate, smoothes uneven regional progress, and guarantees «developmenty itself - one of the key indica-
tors of the country’s well-being.

System of indices and indicators, which includes various components, is used to assess the level of sus-
tainable development both at the regional and national level, as well as its modelling. In view of the avail-
ability of a huge variety of "sustainable development" definitions in the interpretation of domestic and for-
eign scientists, involved in the management of sustainable development, by sustainable development we un-
derstand a model of governance that will ensure a decent standard of welfare and dynamic development of
economic and social system with the environment. A.A. Shalmuev in relation to socio-economic system de-
fines "sustainability" in the most general form as the ability of the system to return relatively quickly to its
original state or reach a new and higher point on the path of its development [1].

One of the most complete systems on coverage of sustainable development indicators was developed by
the United Nations Commission on Sustainable Development. The indicators are divided into main groups:

— indicators of social aspects of sustainable development,

— indicators of economic aspects of sustainable development,

— indicators of the environmental aspects of sustainable development (including the characteristics of
the water, land, air, other natural resources and waste),

— indicators of institutional aspects of sustainable development (programming and policy planning, re-
search and development, international legal instruments, information technology, strengthening the role of
major population groups) [2].

In this work we have attempted to analyze the relationship between the level of environmental pollution
and the volume of GDP in Kazakhstan (in the whole country). In the basis we used the Environmental
Kuznets Curve [3, 4] proposed by D. Grossman and A. Krueger [5].

Simplified Environmental curve regression equation is as follows:

where Y, — the level of pollution; BBII;; — the volume of gross domestic product; BBII;, — three-year moving
averages of gross domestic product volumes.

In this case, the moving averages are usually included in model for smoothing short-term fluctuations
and highlighting fundamental trends or cycles. Mathematically moving average is one type of fold, and it
can, therefore, be regarded as a low pass filter used in processing signals [6].
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Estimation of coefficients of the regression equation we will produce by the least squares method. As a
result of fitting the data on the volume of GRP and emissions of air pollutants by 16 regions of Kazakhstan
for the period from 2006 to 2015, was obtained the following equation:

Since the coefficient 8, = —0,00004 < 0, and the coefficient f; = 0,13 > 0, we obtain a convex up-
ward curve (N-shaped) changing its direction with respect to the inflection point from growth to fall.

Differentiating the equality in terms of GRP, and equating the result to zero, we have calculated the
amount of GDP on average in Kazakhstan for which the amount of pollution reaches its maximum value.
And have found that the contamination peak occurs at the level of the GRP = 1677, 05 billion tenge. A fur-
ther increase in this indicator in the Republic of Kazakhstan leads to pollutants emissions reduction.

However, this trend is not observed for a longer period. As a result of the data processing on the volume
of GRP and emissions of air pollutants by 16 regions of Kazakhstan for the period from 2000 to 2016, we
obtained the following regression equation:

In the equation, the coefficient §, = 0,00001 > 0, and the coefficient §; = —0,07 < 0, therefore,
downward convex curve (U-shaped) changes its direction with respect to the inflection point fromdropto the
growth.

In this equation using the moving averages of gross domestic product, which are typically included in a
model for smoothing short-term fluctuations and highlighting major trends or cycles, we observe a slightly
different picture, analyzing long trend. This may be connected to the cyclical development of the economy in
the long term, which in itself, does not contradict the principles of sustainable development.

Since economic growth reflects the quantitative changes (in the form of gross domestic product); and
sustainable development reflects the positive qualitative changes aimed at growth, the transformation and the
transition from one state to another.

Cyclic recurrence of the economy development can be defined as a form of its development, as a
movement from one to the other macroeconomic equilibrium, i.e. the transition from one state to another. In
this context, the U-shaped curve represents, on one hand, the economic cycle phases. But, since cycle recur-
rence itself is a form of economy development, the crisis (manifested in decline point), in turn, appears as a
form of economic development.

Further research is of practical interest of the impact of economic development on the level of pollution
in different regions of Kazakhstan. At first, in order to do this we held clustering of all regions by the two
indicators - the number of air pollutants emissions from stationary sources (thousand tons), and gross re-
gional product (blntenge) using data for 2015 [7].

For the classification of regions we used cluster analysis, allowing carrying out decomposition of ob-
jects into homogeneous groups or clusters on a number of grounds. Homogeneous objects are considered as
objects,observable signs of which are in close proximity to each other. The norm of proximity is the metric
distance. To solve the problem we used the usual Euclidean metric, according to which the distance between
observations is calculated as follows:

Similarly we find the distance between all the 16 regions and build a matrix of distances.
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From this the distance matrix it follows that the regions 5 and 10 are closest to each other ds 19 = 38,

Carrying out similar calculations, we obtain a new matrix of distances.
We find again the minimum distance between objects dq4 14 = 70, combine them into a cluster and on
the principle of "distant-neighbour” define the distance between the clusters. Thus, re-construct a matrix of

distances.
Calculations are continued for so long as one does not get the final cluster. The sequence of clusters join

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On the basis of a schematic representation of the results of the cluster analysis, we can conclude that all
regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan by ecological and economic development are divided into four clus-
ters:

1) Akmola region (1), Zhambyl region (6), Kostanay region (8), Kyzylorda region (9), North-Kazakhstan
region (13);

2) Aktobe region (2), Almaty region (3), West-Kazakhstan region (5), Mangystau region (10), South-
Kazakhstan region (11), Pavlodar region (12), East-Kazakhstan region (14);

3) Atyrau region (4), Karaganda region (7), Astana city (15);

4) Almaty city (16).

The results of cluster analysis can be represented as a dendrogram, which is presented in Figure.

After dividing all the regions of Kazakhstan on four clusters we carried out a regression analysis ac-
cording to the level of contamination from the economic development of the regions; and as a result of which
we obtained the following equation:

For cluster 1:

So, the first cluster is represented by the most prosperous regions in terms of ecology — Akmola,
Zhambyl, Kostanay, Kyzylorda and North-Kazakhstan. For this cluster Kuznets curve does not work - there
is no maximum point, but we have minimum one, i.e. before it with the increase of GRP the emissions re-
duce, and after that point with increasing GRP the emissions will increase.

The second cluster is represented by less favourableregions from an environmental point of view: Ak-
tobe, Almaty, West Kazakhstan, Mangystau, South Kazakhstan, Pavlodar, East Kazakhstan regions.

The third cluster is represented by Atyrau region, Karaganda region, Astana city; and the city of Almaty
- stands out as an independent fourth cluster.

For all these regions N-shaped curve, i.e.there is a point of maximum GRP, after which emissions are
reduced. That is, according to the environmental Kuznets curve, along with economic development the pol-
lutants emissions into the environment reduce.

Why forthe first most prosperous cluster in the ecological sense in Kazakhstan Kuznets curve does not
work?

This can be explained by the fact that the growth of economic activity has a negative impact on the
quality of the environment; in contrast to changes in GNP income per capita, the impact on the environment
of which is positive and linear, and this contradicts the results of Grossman and Krueger. Variable measuring
the impact of trade is not significant in the regression equations, as it may have contradictory effects on the
ecology. Researchers make the following conclusion: the level of contamination increases if the country has
a surplus of capital (as in this case capital-intensive and environmentally dirty industries are developing), and
decreases with growing labour-intensive industries.

In general, countries with low GNP income per capita generate polluting products, and the society is not
so concerned about the condition of the environment that the government will realize conservation activity.
With the growth, pollution reaches a critical point. Then the state under public pressure, on the one hand,
begins to form a system of environmental management, and on the other - with the help of macroeconomic
tools to stimulate economic shift away from polluting industries to high-tech ones, in which modern technol-
ogy and the human factor play an important role. As a result, environmental pollution begins to decrease.

So, the prediction of the transition to «sustainable» development made by our macroeconomic model is
very favourable for the Republic of Kazakhstan from economic, environmental and social points of view. In
our model, it was shown that «sustainable development» not only leads to the economic development of the
country as a whole, but also provides a higher GRP growth rate, smoothes uneven regional progress, and-
guarantees «development» itself — one of the key indicators of the country’s well-being.

At the present stage of its development, the Republic of Kazakhstan has not yet reached the point of the
maximum on the Environmental Kuznets Curve, which explains the environmental degradation and worsen-
ing of environmental situation.

A number of ministries, departments, committees, NGOs and other organizations responsible for ad-
dressing these issues in Kazakhstan practice the management of «sustainable development». The main gov-
ernment body, in our opinion, is the Ministry of Environment and Water Resources.

The transition to sustainable development and its management — is a very long process, as it requires the
solution of unprecedented by scale social, economic and environmental objectives. As we move towards sus-
tainable development the very notion of it will be changed and updated, the needs of people - rationalize in
accordance with environmental constraints, and means to meet these needs - improve. Therefore, the imple-
mentation of the principles of sustainable development should be considered in stages. Moreover, only for
relatively early stages appropriate software and forecast documents can be developed. For example, the Stra-
tegic Plan of the Ministry of Environment and Water Resources of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2014 -
2018 years. This strategic document is a plan, which outlines the main objectives, indicators, events and
measures to achieve the goals on the path to sustainable development in the Republic of Kazakhstan. But,
unfortunately, many of the indicators of the Plan are not amenable to analysis and should be specified [8].

The transition of the Republic of Kazakhstan to sustainable development is predetermined by the need
to address pressing environmental, economic and social problems. At the same time, programs of the envi-
ronment improvement should be developed in the areas of ecologic crisis and begin their systematic execu-
tion; also outline comprehensive measures to normalize the situation in environmentally disadvantaged areas
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and prepare the organizational basis of these measures realization. Minimizing adverse environmental im-
pacts, future externalities for the next generations is necessary. The problem of environmental constraints,
compromise between current and future consumption should become the main in the elaboration of socio-
economic development strategy for the long term outlook for any country.

In the next step should be carried out major structural changes in the economy, technological innova-
tion, and significant greening process of socio-economic development. At this stage, environmental well-
being of the country is provided primarily through the rationalization of the use of the rich natural potential
of Kazakhstan, the use of new technologies, the development of human capital and management.

Opinions of theorists in the
field of tourism. Several determinations of new types of tourism to Kazakhstan are considered. There were
researched the network between city attractions, cultural-historic resources, the degree of infrastructure de-
velopment and the opportunities of development in the city different types of tourism such as: city tourism,
business, cultural heritage etc. The role of the world cities in tourist production is studied from the point
of historic retrospectives. Particularly, some statistical data on development of city tourism, both in the world
in general, and in the country are analysed. Examples of holding global events on capital platforms are given.
Some indicators of touristic production in capital city is studied. The results on further formation of Astana
as a center of touristic events are summed up, based on world practice and future world format events in
the city.

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On the question of the formation of associations of hotel companies
in the global hospitality industry

The hotel service industry plays an important role in society, providing opportunities for business meetings,
meetings, conferences, as well as for recreation and entertainment. This trend of hotel development creates
objective conditions for the so-called regional competition, which every year it becomes more noticeable:
new resorts with inflated standards of service that makes the old tourism regions to improve their quality of
service, as well as look for new ways of quality competition. For this reason the article discusses the main as-
pects of the development of hotel associations and the most famous and developed hotel brands in the market
of hotel services. Special attention is paid to the integration processes in the global hotel market, forms of as-
sociation of hotels as the franchise agreement, contract to manage, combination of franchising and contract to
manage, an agreement to acquire a license, strategic marketing alliances. Questions of franchising system in
the world hotel market are considered, and the structure of the model franchise payments for hotel companies
are defined. In the article the advantages and disadvantages of franchising for the franchisor are highlighted.

Tourism — this is one of the most highly profitable and fast growing industries in the world economy,
which has a stronger multiplier effect, than most other economic sectors. It directly or indirectly affects the
32 sectors of the economy (there are tour companies, all types of transport, hotels, catering systems, rest
houses, sanatoriums, national crafts, national parks, and much more). Besides — it's every ninth workplace
in the world production.

Currently, tourism took a giant leap to become one of the largest and most highly profitable sectors of
the world economy. The growth of the total number of tourists has had a marked impact on the development
of tourism infrastructure and its main component — the hospitality industry, striving to get its share of the
business and trying to convince customers to purchase their hotel services. In international practice, the hotel
industry is one of the most profitable.

This tendency of tourism development creates objective conditions for the so-called inter-regional com-
petition, which every year becomes more noticeable: there are new resorts with excessive standards of ser-
vice that makes the old tourist regions improve their quality of service, as well as to seek new quality ways
of competition.

The positive economic impact of the hospitality industry at national and regional levels is the creations
of new jobs, multiplier effect, contribute to national and regional income. It is impossible not to note the so-
cial impact of the hospitality industry, which includes: improving the living standards of the population, the
preservation of cultural heritage; promote the establishment and support of museums, conservation and fi-
nancing of cultural and historical monuments; gain a sense of pride of the population for their own culture
and identity; providing opportunities for intercultural exchanges.

The hotel industry is transformed under the influence of various kinds of factors, which are formed as
the external environment and internal processes. As Internal considered factors that affect the individual en-
terprise or the hotel industry as a whole. Factors, affecting the development of the hospitality industry, are
divided into two groups — external and internal.

External factors such as the political situation in the world and a particular region (characterized by the
stable development of the society), the demographic situation (migration, the growth of population), eco-
nomic status (change in the standard of living), the technological environment (technology development),
psychographic factor, and so on, influence. External factors are determined by exposure to the components
of reality, is not related to the functioning of the hospitality industry. These include: political and legal, eco-
nomic and financial, security, travel, culture, infrastructure - communications, population, trade, new and
emerging technologies (Fig.).

Summarizing, we can say that the direction of the global hospitality industry enterprises are dictated not
only by the internal processes of industry, but also a number of external factors, so the determining factor in
achieving success is the ability to adapt and understand new forms of market.

Among the methods of modern hotel enterprises can be distinguished, above all, the development of
such a concept, as an extension. Moreover, the extension may be geographical and horizontal. Geographic
expansion - a strategy in which the hotel enterprise (or enterprise catering business) increases the number of
its managed objects in different geographical regions. Traditionally, it is as follows: first, the development of
a particular region of the country, and then output to the national level, and eventually enter the international
market. Development of hotel companies by horizontal expansion is done by extending the scope of its inter-
ests in the related activities (transportation, food, leisure, and so on.). Thus, the company Assor, in addition
to hotels, has a network of travel agencies and catering, car rental company, and Hilton International is ac-
tively involved not only in the hotel business, but the gaming industry.

To date, researchers consider following forms of association of hotels in the chain, which may be dif-
ferent:

— buy hotels;

— the franchise agreement;

— contract to manage;

— combination of franchising and contract to manage;

—an agreement to acquire a license (patent);

— strategic marketing alliances.

Hotel Chain assumes combining several hotel companies in general business under the unified leader-
ship and a trademark. The hotel chain is not a new phenomenon in the hotel business for over 50 years, there
are hotels, managed from a single center. And if at first this method of manage has not been widespread, the
rapid growth in the number of accessions to hotel chains, which began at the end of the Second World War is
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still going on. Although the first hotel chain in the world has become a European chain of hotels Cesar Ritz,
the further development of this phenomenon is usually associated with the American hotel industry (if in
1987, hotel chains combined 62 % of the total number fund the United States, 10 years later, this figure had
risen to 75 %, and in the near future, experts predict that about 90 % of all of hotels will be included in one
or another chain).

However, there is still confusion over the terms «hotel chain» and «group of hotels». According to the

results of researches, most often in the «hotel chains» at the same time can be seen as a proper chain and the
group while a «group of hotels» can be understood as a specific brand, possibly one of several belonging to a
particular hotel chain. Largest hotel chains and brands are presented in Table 1 [3].

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Currently, the countries with developed market economies increasing number of enterprises operating
in the franchising agreement. According to official reports, this system has been used in more than 70 coun-
tries. The popularity of franchising, explains the efficiency of operation and high stability of the newly
formed business enterprises. According to the firm Mr. Doors Home Inc, in the United States after 5 years on
the market survive only 23 % of private enterprises, and after 10 years they still only 18 %, while among the
companies that have adopted franchising, after 5 years decays only 8 out of 100 enterprises, and 10 years -
only 10.

The term «franchise» is formed from the English «franchising» — «right, privilege». The term «fran-
chise» — from the French «franchise», which means «favor, privilege». In fact, these terms are equivalent,
and differences in spelling are due to peculiarities of the pronunciation.

In the modern sense of the franchise - an agreement on the terms of joint venture between the company and
the dealer. Essentially for the hospitality industry, franchising is a form of hotel management, through which the
owner can enter into a large chain / having known trademark. It should be noted that the hotel, part of the chain, not
necessarily franchises, while any franchised hotel chain is automatically included in.

Franchisor (the franchisor) provides in framework contract (franchise agreement) legally protected right to
engage in certain business activities, as well as assistance in organizing these activities, training, implementation
and management fee to the franchisee (franchisee). Franchise product may vary from brand to the right to use the
full package of services provided by the franchisor. That is the franchisor undertakes in relation to the franchisee,
protects it and trust him, instead demanding to follow the rules of the contract.

Currently, about 80% of the hotels in the chain are on the franchising (Table 2).

The mechanism of franchising in the hotel industry and public catering refers to the business franchise.

Franchise agreement (franchise) - it is a contract, which reflects the business environment and given
charge for the use of the brand, the size of the license fee, the assessment of the advertising budget, me-
thods of accounting and reporting procedures, performance standards, the validity of the agreement and
other parameters. The costs of franchising may depend on earnings, which is scheduled to get out of the deal.
The profit depends primarily on the characteristics of the brand, the range of service and provided programs
for support.

According to russian experts, the contract is being developed by the franchisor and it protects its inter-
ests, so franchisees must be at the signing of the contract to pay attention to the following points:

— completeness: any agreement reached between the franchisor and the franchisee, should be fixed and
reflected in the contract;

— period of validity: as a rule, the franchisee is interested in long-term cooperation, so it should be poss-
ible to automatic renewal of the contract for the same or more favorable conditions for him or the provisions
of, providing for the expiration of the original term of the contract of its pre-emptive right in front of other
franchisees to enter into a new agreement;

— territory: for the franchisee is desirable that the contract has been provided the opportunity to expand
the market;

— restriction of competition can be reflected in the contract by transferring activities that are competing
for the franchisor;
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— control of the buyer of the franchise in the interests of the latter must be clearly identified in the con-
tract: the frequency of inspections, reporting, notification of the inspection, and so on..;

— minimum requirements for establishing "norms" of effectiveness (a certain percentage of load, ADR -
an average room rate, quality of service, and etc.), which should be achieved within a certain time; otherwise, the
franchisor may terminate the contract or cancel the exclusivity. Franchisee shall make every effort to mitigate these
conditions;

— payments under the contract. The cost of most franchised programs and joining is 6-8 % of revenue,
depending on the specific contract, and up to 10 %, if we include all the expenses caused by the franchise
relationship [5].

All contributions can be divided into the original franchisee of funds (equity or debt), which are charac-
terized by long-term investment, and periodicals, which are treated as current in accordance with the terms of
the contract. In general, the contributions to the franchise include:

— initial payments (entrance fee) is usually the minimum amount of such payment or fixed or calculated
depending on the size of the room stock, or both. Entry fee — this is the initial cost of a franchise organiza-
tion, which usually take into account the following management services provided by the franchisor: assis-
tance in selecting the location of the enterprise, if necessary — transport, staff training, management, financ-
ing agreements with banks, relations with the press and PR, technical and legal support, and others;

—royalty payments: the amount of money that the franchisee pays the franchisor for the right to use its
trademark. Similar payments provided for new entrants hotel chain. Traditionally, it is a percentage of the
income generated from the hotel (1-6,5 %);

—payment of the patent (license): the amount that the hotel pays for confirmation of his right to use the
trademark of the company (use of a patented production technology, inventions, commercial and other in-
formation);

—the costs of marketing and promotion: most franchisor or organizers of chains have re-joined in sup-
port of market research and / or promoting their services. The cost of such support usually ranges from 1 to
4% of the annual income of the hotel;

—representation expenses (the organization of presentations and sales): as a rule, these sales are in-
cluded in the cost of marketing and promotion, but sometimes they are assigned to the affiliate members;

— payments for the use of booking systems;

— other costs.

Russian researchers E. Saak., M.V. Yakimenko note following examples of franchise payments for a
number of hotel companies (Table 3) [4].

Typically, a wide range of circumstances listed in the contract, the franchisor grants the right to early
termination of the contract. If possible, the franchisee must reduce it to a minimum, and also to fix their own
right to early termination of contract.

According to experts, there are many advantages and disadvantages of franchising for the franchisee
(Table 4) [4].

At the core of this approach is the principle of balance between consumption now
services financed from the budget of the territory, and the extent of its financial investments in the
development of the region.

Priorities of energy saving and energy efficiency aimed at reducing
the energy intensity of the GDP of the Republic of Kazakhstan

It is proved that there are now many sectors of Kazakhstan's economy, including industry, the construction
sector and housing and communal services, in terms of energy consumption is largely ineffective. It is em-
phasized that the government is doing a great work aimed at overcoming these problems. It is noted that it is
impossible to achieve a successful energy efficiency without the use of a standard set of technologies and
tools that can be grouped on the basis of the impact. The conclusion is that the attraction of strategic investors
in the sphere of energy saving through an international cooperation mechanism - a problem arising from the
100 steps, designated by the President of Kazakhstan, development of domestic market of energy services.
The attention is focused on the fact that the modernization of housing and communal services carried out in
the framework of the program "Nurly Zhol", it remains an important aspect of public policy upon which the
housing and communal sphere becomes one of the drivers of economic growth. It is noted that during the
years of industrialization, huge work was carried out at the same time to develop the infrastructure. A reliable
energy system has been created. A regulatory and legal framework was established in the sphere of energy
saving. The expected result of the country until 2020 will be a reduction in the energy intensity of the gross
domestic product of the Republic of Kazakhstan through the effective using of energy resources. The policy
of energy and resource saving will allow the transition to "green" development and increase the competitive-
ness of the national economy.

State-legal regulation of self-employment in the Republic of Kazakhstan

The article is devoted to the problem of formation of productive self-employment in Kazakhstan. Head of
State N.Nazarbayev, having proclaimed the idea of the «Universal Labor Society» in 2012, always emphasiz-
es the need for worthy payment of this labor and creation of conditions and opportunities for employment of
unemployed people. In order to stimulate the development of self-employment, the state provides this type of
activity with appropriate regulatory and legal regulations, and also adopts programs aimed at the realization
of productive employment. Since gaining independence, the system of state regulation in the sphere of em-
ployment in Kazakhstan has passed several stages of its formation and at the present stage a legislative base
has been formed in the sphere of self-employment corresponding to the analogues of the leading countries of
the world. The authors in their work analyzed the available mechanisms and tools for the development of
self-employment. The authors pay particular attention to the analysis of the concept of self-employment and
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its forms, presented in legislative acts, which are the basis for effective regulation by the state.The article
presents the conclusions and recommendations of the authors on upgrading the infrastructure for the devel-
opment of self-employment, as well as measures to stimulate productive self-employment.

Features of competitive innovative systems of the Republic
of Kazakhstan under globalization

This article considers about ways that improve the competitiveness of innovative system of the Republic of
Kazakhstan in the context of globalization. Competitiveness in an industry or service sector is very important.
It seems that welfare of the people of Kazakhstan is improving during the global recovery and the innovative
development of the state. Therefore, considered question in the articles is based on the revival and develop-
ment of the national innovation system, modernization of the legal regulations and the development of strate-
gies and innovative potential of cooperation between countries, opportunities and risks assessment, as well as
clusters, which bring them together. Nowadays, optimal and effective service of production or service enter-
prises allows to overtake or to stand out in the level of competition and cooperation. Thus, this kind of actions
give an opportunity to form new models on the market, national innovation systems; to spread information
and knowledge; to strengthen the regulatory and legal framework. Innovative potential of cooperation of
countries stands out by their future development and change. The joining of the Republic of Kazakhstan to
the rank of many developed countries, the effective development of innovation sector, which shows economi-
cal growth, is observed in the article. The result of innovative services based on the competitiveness of the
national economy. Considered the entry of the Republic of Kazakhstan in a number of developing countries
and the rationale for effective development of innovative sphere in the conditions of globalization. The result
of innovative activity, national economy is based on the existence of competitiveness.

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Analysis and assessment of Kazakhstan’s social infrastructure development

The current stage in social policy development in the Republic of Kazakhstan is characterized by significant
changes in defining approaches to the social policy. It is caused by changing society’s social structure, new
relations’ emergence in this regard and changing its nature according to the worldwide trend in socially-
oriented market economy development. The article is devoted to studying the state of provision with infra-
structural objects in the Republic of Kazakhstan. Social infrastructure development tendency has been re-
vealed, main directions of the social infrastructure development have been determined.The main ways of the
region’s social infrastructure effective development are shown. The author emphasized some important fac-
tors that have a significant impact on a sustainable development of social infrastructure facilities’ functioning.
Social infrastructure development is not only an urgent problem, but also a problem of a long-term nature that
determines the need to implement reforms in the social sphere in the context of economic relations’ transfor-
mation. In this regard, the solution of the problems in social infrastructure development largely determines its
successful development, both at this point of time and in the future.

The main direction of economic reforms in Kazakhstan at the present stage of development as an inde-
pendent state focused at market relations is a system of practical issues of improving organizational and eco-
nomic mechanisms for social infrastructure development.

The urgency of the social infrastructure study is also caused by the special role it plays in the social and
economic development of the regions. The effectiveness of territorial systems’ functioning is determined not
only by economic factors but also by social criteria. In this regard, the role of the social infrastructure is in-
creasing. The social infrastructure on the one hand is a factor of socio-economic development, and on the
other hand is a condition for ensuring normal life activity and population reproduction in various territorial
systems. At the same time, problems of social infrastructure development require further theoretical and
practical research in relation to the modern economy characteristics, rejection of established dogmas and ste-
reotypes when considering its branches’ place and role in the reproduction process. Creating favorable condi-
tions for population’s life increasingly depends not on material production sphere organization, but on the
level of social infrastructure development.

The social infrastructure is understood as branches aimed at meeting region population’s needs. These
include healthcare, education, science, culture and recreation, communal services, social facilities and others.
It is worthwhile to clarify that some objects can simultaneously refer both to production and social infra-
structure.

Rapid development of infrastructure and availability of free capacities promote new enterprises’ crea-
tion in the region which leads to the regional socio-economic system development. Also, competitiveness of
the located production is affected by the degree of the region’s economic infrastructure development.

One of the main tasks of the public management is forming conditions contributing to the regions’ so-
cio-economic development. Infrastructure is becoming a powerful factor for the region’s effective economic
growth and raising population’s standard of living. The main trend of the modern development is provision
of infrastructure processes’ comprehensive extension, since without them country’s neither economic nor
social life’s full-fledged support is possible.

In the modern society one of the most important places in the development of the country’s regions and
a country as a whole is social infrastructure and its accessibility (education, health care and housing provi-
sion).

The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan has identified a number of urgent directions for public re-
sources’ development, including schools, hospitals, medical posts, local roads, and clubs’ reconstruction.
The transition to a more efficient system of managing state resources should be the basis for consolidating
positive results achieved by Kazakhstan in terms of social infrastructure development which allows us to as-
sess not only the volumes of work carried out by state bodies but also their final results.
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The social sphere belongs to the priorities of the Republic of Kazakhstan’s state policy, as in particular
President N. Nazarbayev said in his Missive to the people of Kazakhstan in January 2017: «... the role of the
health care system, education, and social security should change» [1].

Social infrastructure occupies one of the most important places in the economy of any state, as well as
in the regions’ economies, since this infrastructure elements provide local communities’ conditions and stan-
dard of living, satisfaction of needs and demands of specific people and households, and provide a basis for
regions’ stratification in terms of the development level.

One of the basic conditions of the modern society is the availability of high-quality medical care and
treatment that is accessible to wide population. The level of healthcare development in the country directly
affects all spheres of the society. The main medical and demographic indicators - fertility, mortality and life
expectancy have stabilized and improved in the recent years. Infectious morbidity rate has been reduced.
However, in general, qualitative characteristics of the health status of the country's population require serious
and significant improvement.

At present, in Kazakhstan, the elderly people make 7.7 % of the total population, the proportion of
people over 65 is one of the lowest in the Commonwealth of Independent States. In Russia, Belarus and
Ukraine this indicator is about 12-13 %.

Life expectancy in 2016 was 72 years which is 6 years more than in 2006. There is a positive trend in
infant mortality. In 2016 this indicator was 12.6 cases per 1000 births which is 2 times less than in 2006. An
integrated model of medical treatment to obstetric and child care has been successfully implemented in order
to reduce maternal and infant mortality. Measures taken have resulted in a steady decline in infant mortality.
According to the Committee on Statistics, the maternal mortality rate in 2016 was 12.7 cases per 100,000
births, whereas in 2000 it was 48.0 cases per 100,000 births. In order to reduce mortality, the role and re-
sponsibility of specialized medical organizations in the coordination, monitoring, ensuring medical care ef-
fectiveness and quality at all levels has been strengthened [2].

For the year 2016, 11,104.264 screening surveys of adults and children target groups were carried out in
the country. There is an increase in the rate of coverage by screening up to 90 % or more, an increase in the
rate of cases’ detection, a positive dynamics of identified patients’ dispensary observation coverage.

Given that more than 40% of the population lives in rural areas, special attention is paid to increasing
medical care accessibility to rural population especially of those living in remote and hard-to-reach regions.
Transport medicine is developing - 49 mobile medical complexes, 40 medical rescue stations, 3 medical di-
agnostic trains are operating.

Priority attention is paid to the treatment of diseases most influencing the demographic situation in the
country. For this, a step-by-step introduction of an integrated model in five areas is envisaged. A Coordina-
tion Council has been established in all areas. For each of the directions, the state of department-
organizations of medical care, personnel support, material and technical equipment have been studied, and
ways have been developed to solve the identified problems of the service state.

In 23 medical organizations of 7 pilot regions the Disease Management Program for three nosologies:
arterial hypertension, diabetes mellitus, and chronic heart failure is being implemented. This program is
aimed at teaching patients healthy lifestyle habits that contribute to reducing acute exacerbation of chronic
diseases, emergency hospitalization and increasing citizens’ joint responsibility for their health.

The main priority of health care is to protect mothers and children’s health. For the first time in the
post-Soviet space, Kazakhstan began vaccinating children against pneumococcal infection. To date, 2 re-
gions of the country are covered by this type of vaccination, stage by stage, vaccination will be conducted
throughout the country. Only these measures will reduce the death rate of children by 20 %.

Despite health indicators’ positive dynamics, the life expectancy of Kazakhstanis is almost 10 years less
than in the OECD countries. There is a significant difference between the life expectancy of men and wom-
en, the mortality rate among men of working age is 24% higher than that of women.

There are significant differences in the life expectancy between the regions of the Republic. Thus, in the
northern and eastern regions of the country this indicator is lower than the national average, due to the high
mortality rate, prevalence of elderly people and low birth rates.

The main problems are also ineffective structure of health personnel, low salaries and its disproportion.
The number of hospitals, outpatient clinics, health facilities, specialized centers, diagnostic equipment should
be increased in accordance with the growth in the number and qualification of medical workers.

Among the tasks that need to be addressed in the health sector for the forthcoming period, the following
should be highlighted:
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1) low level of doctors’ provision. In the northern regions, the low level of doctors’ provision is ex-
plained by their migration to other countries, and in the southern regions - by the rapid growth of the popula-
tion due to natural growth;

2)a high level of maternal mortality exists in Mangistau, Zhambyl, Akmola, Pavlodar, South-
Kazakhstan oblasts and Astana;

3) the necessity to create equal opportunities for people with disabilities to have access to health ser-
vices [3].

Thus, the population receives the quality of health services which corresponds to the average Ka-
zakhstan indicators. The main aim of public health services modernization from the part of the state is to im-
prove the quality of medical services, and the aim of private investors is to diversify these services. Speciali-
zation of the state activity (controls health organizations’ functioning, partners’ activities and tariffs’ level)
and private investor’s activity (reconstructs, builds and equips medical institutions) will allow to provide the
population with highly effective medical services.

Healthcare influences human capital quantitative indicators’ formation, that is, it influences population,
its growth, working age, etc. Along with the quantitative parameters, qualitative indicators are also impor-
tant. The main source of their improvement is the education system. In our opinion, the education system
forms economically active population capable to work effectively and increase the regional product.

The development of preschool education and training system is an important direction of the country’s
state policy. Various types of preschool institutions are provided for children, such as: pre-primary school, a
kindergarten, a family pre-primary school, a sanatorium pre-primary school, a school-kindergarten complex,
a preschool mini-center. The goal of preschool education and training is the formation of initial knowledge,
and skills necessary for the formation of personality at this age. In 2016, 9,410 pre-school organizations op-
erated, including 4,915 kindergartens and 4,495 mini-centers. Such a sharp increase was due to mini-centers
opening, and new pre-school institutions construction.

The highest coverage rates for pre-school education are in Pavlodar, West Kazakhstan, Kostanay, East
Kazakhstan, Kyzylorda, North Kazakhstan, Akmola, and Aktobe regions.

Over the previous 3 years, the state built 186 kindergartens for 40,000 seats, the private sector has
opened more than 1,300 kindergartens for 100,000 seats. The most number of private kindergartens has
opened in South Kazakhstan, Almaty, Kyzylorda regions.

But, despite the increase in the number of pre-school organizations in the country, there is a low propor-
tion of their coverage of children, especially in rural areas (75.6 % - 3-6 years old, 50.1 % - 1-6 years old).

In the regions, active measures are taken to increase secondary education accessibility and quality. Cur-
rently, there are 7,450 schools in the country. Only in 2016, 103 schools were put in. It is encouraging that
since January 2017 the Republican Data Bank of Orphans and Children Left without Parental Care and Per-
sons Wishing to Take Children for bringing up in their families is functioning. As of today, 28.4 thousand
children and 1,400 persons who want to take them to families have already been registered.

Currently, there are 817 colleges functioning in the republic, of which 473 are state-owned, and 344 are
private. Starting April 1, the unemployed are trained by «Free VET» Project. It is planned that in five years
674 thousand people will be covered by free VET.

Nevertheless, the existing infrastructure and material and technical equipment of the VET system do not
ensure the training quality. There are no educational institutions in 23 regions of the republic, 30% of stu-
dents need a hostel. Over the past three years, only 6 modern educational institutions have been introduced.
60% of VET educational institutions are using outdated equipment.

130 universities are operating in the system of higher and postgraduate education today. The state order
for training higher education specialists amounts to 31.7 thousand grants, of which, there are 3.2 thousand
grants for «Serpin» program, 7,400 grants for Master program, 628 grants for PhD Program, 43 of them are
for Nazarbayev University [2].

In view of the identified problems in the social sphere, it is first and foremost necessary to improve the
material and technical base of education and health care, as well as to increase the country's provision with
highly-qualified pedagogical and medical personnel.

Currently, a multi-level model of the social security system is functioning in the country. It mostly cor-
responds to the market economy principles and provides for the responsibility allocation for social security
between the state, the employers and the employees at the basic, joint obligatory and voluntary levels.

The minimum retirement pension amount with a full length of service is 28 148 tenge. The basic
pension payment is 12 802 tenge. Since January 1, 2017, there has been an increase in pension payments by
nine percent.
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Also from January 1, 2017, the amount of social payments that are calculated on the basis of the mini-
mum living wage and monthly calculation index has increased: state basic social disability benefits, on the
occasion of loss of the bread-winner and by age, state special benefits for Lists No. 1 and No. 2, special state
benefits, state benefits for child care on reaching the age of one year.

In 2018, a number of changes will be made in the social and labor sphere.

First, since January 2018, the size of the minimum living wage is supposed to be brought into line with
the new conditions for socio-economic development. There will be a step-by-step revision of the methodolo-
gy for calculating minimum living wage which assumes, at the first stage, a change in the structure of the
minimum living wage by changing the ratio of food and non-food items.

Secondly, the social assistance system will be reformed through the introduction of a new format of tar-
geted social assistance. It will be implemented by transforming the current three types of payments for low-
income citizens. Payment will be appointed subject to the social contract conclusion for obligatory participa-
tion of all family members in the employment program.

Thirdly, additional obligatory five-percent pension contributions from the employer will be introduced
as a new funded component of the pension system.

Fourthly, from July 1, 2018, the standard pension payment will be calculated according to the length of
service. The calculation of the basic pension will be carried out in the following order: if the citizen has less
than 10 years of service or no experience, the amount of the basic pension will be equal to 50 percent of the
living wage (LW). For each year of service in addition to 10 years, the size of the basic pension will increase
by two percent and if the service period is 35 years or more, the basic pension will amount to 100 percent of
the PM. To implement this rule, from July 1, 2018, basic pension will be recalculated for retired pensioners
based on the documents available in the pension file.

Housing is still one of the most important indicators characterizing the population’s standard of living.
At present, housing availability is one of the basic needs of the modern society, so the state always pays spe-
cial attention to this problem.

The RK has not managed to cardinally solve the existing problems in the housing sphere. Most of Ka-
zakhstan’s people, except for the rich and top middle class, are still unable to improve their housing condi-
tions by with mortgage lending.

Market institutions are more developed in the housing sphere of urban areas and practically do not exist
in rural areas where they are replaced by subsistence farming. Citizens build their own individual housing
themselves.

The provision of housing for Kazakhstani people increased from 18.4 sq m per person in 2010 to 21 sq
m by the beginning of 2017. Nevertheless, this indicator is still less than the UN standard by 9 sq.m. The in-
dex of housing level availability increased by 12% compared with 2015.

For comparison, let us give an example of the average housing in different countries (Table).

Nevertheless, Kazakhstan's parameters in global comparison are rather insignificant against 70 square
meters in the US, 43 square meters in Germany and 24 square meters in Russia. On the surface the situation

with demographics looks optimistic, the country’s population approached 18 million at the end of the last
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year, but at the same time there was a tendency of young population decrease. This is due to the birth rate fall
in the early 90's, as a result, in the coming years the decrease of population aged 20-30 years by about one
hundred thousand a year is expected. The increase in household consumption since 2014 shows unsatisfacto-
ry real growth of only 1-2%, while in the previous years it confidently showed double-digit growth rates.
This was affected by a decrease in real wages by 2% and by 1% in 2015 and 2016, as well as almost com-
plete stoppage of banks loans - in 2016, the loan portfolio of banks decreased by 0.3%.

In 2017 it is planned to hand over 10.1 million square meters of housing including 5.1 million square
meters of multi-family housing and 5 million square meters of individual housing according to "Nurly zher"
program for the account of co-financing. This year, KZT 168.8 billion will be allocated from the state budget
for the program (the amount will be adjusted during the year).

Expenditures of the state budget to support housing and communal services increased by 14 % in 2016
and amounted to KZT 507 billion. A further increase is expected this year. As early as January 2017, KZT
5.2 billion was spent, which is 40% more than in January 2016.

KZT 25 billion will be allocated under "Nurly Jer" program to commission 150 thousand square meters
to create a regional rental housing fund without purchase right.

As a result of 2016, the leaders in increasing expenditures on housing and communal services were Ak-
tyubinsk oblast and East Kazakhstan Oblast. 28.5 billion tenge was allocated to the Aktyubinsk oblast, and
34.2 billion tenge to East Kazakhstan oblast.

Under the plan for 2017, a strong increase in expenditures will take place in Pavlodar oblast (+ 84 %)
and in Karaganda oblast (+ 40 %), due to the large number of allocated transfers for water supply and sanita-
tion development in rural settlements.

Regionally, the highest housing provision is observed in Astana and Almaty (due to active housing con-
struction), as well as in the northern and eastern regions (due to population decline).

The lowest housing availability is observed in the southern regions. The gap in the average republican
level is due to the fact that the pace of housing construction does not keep up with the high level of popula-
tion growth in these regions.

According to the social and economic development monitoring results, there are 6 672 rural settlements
where 7,7 million people live. Of the total number of rural settlements, 1 229 corresponds to high, 4 938 to
average, and 478 to low development potential. At the same time, more than half of rural settlements are
small and only 8.9 % of rural residents live there.

79 % of the rural population has access to centralized water supply, and 27 % of local roads require
capital repairs.

Solution of rural areas’ development problems is provided in the framework of various policy docu-
ments, but the lack of the complex approach in this direction does not allow achieving the desired results.

In this regard, along with the common problems’ solution in the development of rural areas, it is neces-
sary to embark on a new stage in the complex development of basic rural settlements (RS) alongside with the
provision of a higher standard of living for the rural population. In general, the main problems in this area are
insufficient rates of housing construction and its high cost. A significant part of the population cannot afford
to buy their own housing, especially young people and socially vulnerable population.

According to the new state program concept in the field of housing construction, it is supposed to invest
KZT 16 trillion in housing construction, of which 10 % - at the expense of the state. During 15 years of pro-
gram implementation (2017-2031), the volume of investments corresponds to approximately KZT 1 trillion a
year, which is higher than KZT 830 billion in 2016. If the program is successfully implemented, we can ex-
pect an annual increase in housing construction by 10 million square meters (10.5 million square meters in
2016).

At the same time, the level of housing provision for the population is estimated to increase from the cur-
rent 21 sq. m. to 25 sq. m per person after the program end in 2031. Based on population’s declining incomes
(4.5 % in 2016 in real terms) and lack of grounds for their rapid recovery, it is expected that a small nega-
tive dynamics of residential property prices will continue this year. As the situation improves in the economy
and bank lending activation, the increase in property prices is estimated to be 4-5 % per year on average until
2020. In this regard, it is necessary to accelerate the construction of modern housing in Kazakhstan.

Based on the above, we identified the problems of social infrastructure branches’ functioning and de-
fined the most important directions of development. Regarding education system, it is necessary to increase
the number of seats in preschool institutions by upgrading and building new schools. The healthcare system
needs skilled personnel, diagnostic and therapeutic equipment, specialized medical and health facilities. So-
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cial service covers social relations in social funds distribution to meet the needs of citizens and members of
their families in cases of housing sources’ loss or in cases when they are deprived of the necessary minimum
living wage. Social service comes in the form of additional socially important means, and medical assistance
provision, helping families to maintain and educate children, providing other social services and identifying
benefits [4].

Thus, social infrastructure is, first of all, the category of the regional economy, since it is the region that
provides complex services to the population by its branches. On the basis of complexity, social infrastructure
is transformed into a life support system for population. As this sphere is formed and functions at various
levels, sectoral and territorial interests of property and business entities’ subjects meet here. Hence, social
infrastructure, being a system of branches, creates necessary conditions for full life of population and human
potential development. In turn, each of the social infrastructure branches is a complex socio-economic sys-
tem with its inherent characteristics, properties, principles and features of formation and functioning. At the
same time, social infrastructure can and should be viewed as a high order independent system uniting well-
defined branches (systems) with a single common goal which is to provide the livelihoods of the population
and create conditions for socio-economic development. These branches are also connected to each other by
corresponding relations of different complexity and degree of mutual influence. Studying functioning condi-
tions, internal connections and external factors of each of the systems and the entire infrastructure as a whole
is extremely important and necessary for developing effective means of full-fledged functioning of Ka-
zakhstan’s economy and social sphere.

The analysis of the investment climate in the Republic of Kazakhstan carried out. In this research paper the
current situation is analyzed, mechanisms to improve the investment climate and reduce corruption are pro-
posed. The studies of World Bank Group authoritative international expert organizations, as well as the rat-
ings of "Doing Business" are considered. Global trends in investment policies are examined, foreign direct
investment are analyzed. To improve the investment environment in the Republic of Kazakhstan fundamental
directions in addressing existing challenges and problems are marked on the basis of the generalized interna-
tional experience and on the basis of the conducted research, the recommendations of authoritative interna-
tional expert centers. In this article a high urgency of the problems of counteraction to corruption offenses is
underlined. The analysis of some regulatory legal acts of the Republic of Kazakhstan that contain anti-
corruption norms, and on state support for direct investment is undertaken. The study developed recommen-
dations for improving the investment climate and reduce the level of corruption in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan.

The Model of cross-industrial innovation in the development of clusters:
international practice

The article describes a model of cross-industrial innovation as a result of cross-functional interactions be-
tween different areas of knowledge and revealed its contrast to the linear model and the model of open inno-
vation. It is shown that the basis of the appearance of the model cross-innovation is an objective process of
strengthening the multidisciplinary nature of knowledge and technology, the penetration of traditional, mature
technologies to new markets in a new way; complexity of ethical and social issues in the course of the grow-
ing influence of new technologies. The experience of the principles of cross-innovations implementation in
foreign countries and individual companieswas reviewed. On the basis of the intensity of mergers and acqui-
sitions, joint ventures and alliances, the availability of patents in innovation and cross-cross-linkages with
other sectors of the 10 regions of the growing industries were identified that form the basis of clusters, built
on the cross-ties. The most dynamic intersectoral links demonstrate the industry of packing materials and bio
pharmacy. The expediency of innovation clusters creation based on the model of cross-industrial innovation
was proved. The advantages of the implementation of cross-innovation models in clusters in the form of the
emergence of radical innovation and new industries reduce risk, reduce conflicts over market share, etc were
shown.

The State's role in creating a favorable investment climate
and analysis of the current state and prospects of development
of investment climate factors

This article discusses investment opportunities of the country. The analysis of growth and reduction of the in-
flow of foreign investments in regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The article shows the main directions
of improving the investment climate and new incentives for foreign, public and private investors. Including
the possibility of legal protection of their interests to foreign investors. The legal issues of foreign investors,
investment disputes and the ways to solve them in the generated «Astana» International financial center
touched upon. The lack of the investment climate evaluation system in the country is anobstacletoobtain reli-
able information by foreigninvestors. Currently, however, the prospects in Kazakhstan for vestor stoop remi-
sin git ignore it. The article also touched upon the problem of reducing revenues to the republican and local
budgets because of the provision of tax incentives for investors. The study identifies the main directionsof in-
creasing the efficiency of investment activity in Kazakhstan at present and in the near future. The fundamen-
tal direction of motion in solving the existing problems and challenges of this theme, based on the lessons
learned and the research, are noted to improve the investment environment.

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Establishment of entrepreneurship and business security
in the Republic of Kazakhstan

This article describes the stages of entrepreneurship development in the Republic of Kazakhstan, also the
business security issues and the analysis of the evolution of the legal framework of entrepreneurial activity
are considered. The laws adopted since the independence, strategic plans, and the state programs of business
and security support are presented in this article.During the years of Kazakhstan's independence more than a
dozen laws were adopted, in order to maintain and ensure safe business operations. Currently, legislation on
business activity is a vast array of regulatory legal acts in various industrial branches, which are organized in-
to a single database in the form of the Civil Code and the Business Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan. In
recent years, in order to improve the competitiven c¢ v ess of domestic enterprises and ensuring its security
programs such as: Nation Plan «100 concrete steps», «NurlyZhol» for 2015-2019, «-BRM-2020» were devel-
oped. These programs are aimed at the preservation of existing and creation of new businesses, as well as
providing them with non-financial support for the information and analytical support, the development of en-
trepreneurial capacity, introduction of innovative technologies, increasing the productivity of enterprises.The
dynamics of the number of registered small and medium-sized businesses is analyzed. Several destabilizing
factors constraining the growth of medium and large businesses is are presented.Growth in the number of reg-
istered enterprises confirms the effectiveness of the reforms in the country. But this trend is only characteris-
tic of subjects of small farms, which is not true for the medium and large business. Various types of destabi-
lizing factors prevent the growth of the last ones, these factors reduce the functioning of the security and re-
straining further growth, such as logistics, lack of funding, administrative barriers and the mentality of the
business environment in the region. A number of destabilizing factors constraining the growth of medium and
large businesses are identified. These factors require more attention and support from the state; favorable
conditions for the safe operation and further development of business in Kazakhstan should be created.

There is no doubt that an essential condition for the establishment and development of business is en-
suring its safety. Considering the formation of entrepreneurship as an institution of modern society and its
development under conditions of risk, imagine the whole evolution of the formation of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan law on entrepreneurial activity.

The beginnings of business got its start with the Soviet period in the 80-ies of XX century. When the
so-called «perestroika» has led to occurrence of the cooperative movement and the activation of business.
The laws of the USSR «On the self-employment» from 19 November, 1986 and «On Cooperation in the
USSR» dated by May 26, 1988 determined the legal basis of the individual activities of citizens and legal
persons and legalized the right to employment, aimed at generating personal income activities. While this
activity was not called business, it was first legalized [1, 2].

In the early 90-ies the process of disintegration of the USSR and the formation of new sovereign states
has started, which were also characterized with the rapid development of economic activity. On December
11, 1990 the Law of the Kazakh SSR «On freedom of economic activity and the development of entrepre-
neurship in the Kazakh Soviet Socialist Republic» was adopted, which was proclaimed the principle of free-
dom of entrepreneurial activity [3]. Legislative acts such as the law on the circulation of assets and stock ex-
change, laws on economic partnerships and joint-stock companies, the tax system in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan, and others [4-6] have been adopted.Implementation of the State program of support and develop-
ment of entrepreneurship in the Republic of Kazakhstan in the period between 1992—-1994 provides the
measures for improving the financial system and the business crediting [7].

Particular influence on the process of entrepreneurship was associated with a law on the protection
and support of private entrepreneurship, which defined the basic forms and methods of protection of pri-
vate enterprise and its support, secured the refusal policy of direct state intervention in private busi-
ness and the protection of trade secrets [8]. State authorities have increased attention to the problems
of institutional reforms aimed at ensuring the safe operation and accelerating the development of all forms
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of business. There have been some positive developments in some field such as economic, financial and in-
formation support of entrepreneurship.

Thus, this period represents the initial phase of development of market relations in the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan and the creation of an entirely new system of Kazakhstan business.

In 1993, programs of urgent anti-crisis measures and enhancing of social and economic reforms were
adopted [9]. The main achievements associated with their implementation are listed further: the preservation
of a stable socio-political situation in the country, the introduction of the national currency - tenge, filling the
consumer market, the entry of Kazakhstan into the world community, joining the international financial insti-
tutions. In the domestic market at that time there was a significant drop in the production of goods and ser-
vices. GDP in 1995 reduced by 39.6 % compared to 1990, real wages decreased by 69.9 %, pensions reduced
by 77.3 %, investment in construction decreased by 64.1 %.

At that time, the main focus of economic reforms was to ensure macroeconomic stability, including a
restrictive monetary policy, the completion of the liberalization of prices and foreign trade, improving the
legal framework, the financial system, social services and the manufacturing sector. Consequently, entrepre-
neurial activity has remained on the sidelines, without the state support and developed in a very chaotic and
unsecure way.

In 1995, in connection with the signing the agreement on creation of the Customs Union (first contract),
which was later transformed into the Eurasian Economic Community, the new laws have been adopted: on
the bankruptcy, on the National Bank, taxes and obligatory payments [10-12]. All this has laid a legal foun-
dation for the enhancing the economic reforms in the field of entreprencurship.

The next step in the development of business was the introduction of two laws on state support of small
business and of individual enterprise [13, 14].

The crisis of the late 90s showed that the development of private enterprise needs transparent and clear
rules of play. The economic crisis of 1998 led to the bankruptcy of most of the large companies. They have
lost their positions in the market of goods and services, and the majority of medium and small enterprises in
general have ceased to exist. Therefore, in order to ensure the implementation of state policy in the field of
protection and business development, and effective use of entrepreneurial initiatives in the executive branch
agency on support of small business was created.

The Agency has developed the State program of development and support of small business in the Re-
public of Kazakhstan for 1999-2000. This program was aimed at strengthening the role of non-governmental
organizations in matters of support and protection of small business, the development of the manufacturing
sector, a gradual shift from state regulation of certain aspects of self-regulation through industry and cross-
industry associations, to create a system of partnership called «state - business associations» [15].

Since 1999, Kazakhstan business started to build its capacity. According to the Statistics Committee of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, at the end of 1999, the total number of registered business entities in the country
has reached 107,134. The number of people employed in the sphere of business was 340.7 thousand people.
The peak of development of small and medium-sized enterprises (SMEs) was at the end of 90-ies.

At the same time there was an issue how to determine which entity can be attributed to small business-
es, and other ones to the subjects of medium-sized or large businesses. Approaches have been changed sev-
eral times: the quantitative criterion and scope of ongoing activities stood out as decisive criteria, and the
quantitative criterion and the total value of assets for the year. For example, originally it was decided that an
enterprise is considered as small business if it is industry and construction employing up to 200 people,
science and scientific services employing up to 100 people, in other branches of industrial sphere — up to 50
people, in the fields of non-productive sphere — 25 persons, retail trade — up to 15 people. Subsequently, it
was decided that a small business entity is an individual without a legal entity and legal persons engaged in
entrepreneurial activities with an average annual number of employees not more than 50 people and a total
value of assets for the year is not more than 60 MCI [16].

The law on state support of direct investments had a positive impact on the entrepreneurial attitude,this
law determined maingoals such as [17]:

e introduction of new technologies, advanced technology and know-how;

o filling of the domestic market with high quality goods and services;

e state support and stimulation of domestic producers;

o the development of export-oriented and import-substituting industries;

e creation of new workplaces;

e improvement of the environment.

In accordance with this act significant preferences and privileges in carrying out investment in priority
sectors of the economy were provided (including investment tax preferences, exemption from custom
charges, provision of in-kind grants).

The priority sectors of the economy have been recognized:

1) production infrastructure;

2) manufacturing industry;

3) facilities of the city of Akmola (Astana);

4) housing, social facilities and tourism;

5) agriculture.

Also, to some extent the public procurement law stimulated entrepreneurial activity involving small
businesses; as a measure of support for small businesses in government procurement this law consolidated
reserve requirements up to 10 % of the total volume of public procurement of certain goods and services for
the procurement of the small business subjects [18].

The last decade has clearly demonstrated the existence of two fundamentally different business models
and their role in the economic development of the country. Model first, until recently, the main, formed and
developed artificially in the privatization period, when there was a lot of companies with dispersed capital
structure. This is the way of the oligarchs and major city-forming plants. At the same time, another model
started to establish, which was not related to the privatization of business and began with cooperatives devel-
oping naturally. The real economic recovery of Kazakhstan is associated with this model.

The reasons that motivated people to engage in business allow to highlight at least three waves in the
birth of a new class. The first consists of entrepreneurs, who formerly had a peripheral position in the society
by one of the signs - ethnic, age, and social. The need for self-assertion was quite strong motive activity
among big business, their share is 48 %, while small and medium have 16 %. The second wave consisted of
those for whom self-realization motive was stronger than economic efficiency. First of all, they include for-
mer employees of business, Party and Komsomol organizations. Using ready-made system resources and
communication, they founded joint ventures, commercial banks, stock exchanges. The sample of small and
medium-sized business representatives of the second wave were 44 % of entrepreneurs. The third type is
«mass entrepreneur» and was about 40 % of small business. This tendency, «the sooner the individual starts
a business, the more likely it enters into the category of big business», in our opinion, takes place only in the
conditions of emergence of business, so in today's society is still possible to observe its presence [19].

The turning point in the development of private enterprise in Kazakhstan is considered to be the middle
of «zero» years. The state began to listen to the business by developing and adopting measures for creating
more favorable conditions for SMEs. In place of the many acts regulating entrepreneurial attitude, legislative
actwas adoptedestablishing the general principles of the private enterprise in the Republic of Kazakhstan, it
also codified regulatory standards, and combined them in a single legislative act [20].

This law divided the subjects of small, medium and large businesses, as well as defined the basic legal,
economic and social conditions and guarantees ensuring freedom of private enterprise. The effectiveness of
reforms in the country can be seenfrom the official statistics (Table, Figure).

Analysis of the dynamics of the registered legal entities for the period under review shows a positive
growth trend. So in 2016 the number of enterprises reached 383,850, which is 23,563 more companies than
in the previous year and 262,988 more than in 1999, where the main share is occupied by small businesses,
their number in 2016 has reached 97.7 % (374 912). In general, over the last 20 years there was a three times
growth of small businesses, mainly due to individual entrepreneurship. Official statistics indicate the effec-
tiveness of the country’s reform supporting small and medium enterprises, in particular, the maximum sim-
plification of the procedures for registration of business, the introduction of a special tax regime, etc. In
2015, a dramatic increase in the number of small businesses and reduce in the number of medium-sized
businesses to some extent is due to the introduction of new criteria and the transition of medium businesses
to small entities.

In Kazakhstan medium-sized enterprises specialized mainly in sectors with low added value. Ka-
zakhstani entrepreneurs tend to implement private entrepreneurial activity in trade and agriculture (in the
aggregate more than 30 % of all SMEs). In addition, there is an imbalance in regional distribution of growth
points of SMEs.

It is obvious that the medium business should position themselves as regional. The regional market is
the border or limit of its safe operation and internal capabilities. Emerging threats are connected with the fact
that the medium business is experiencing resource constraints on the national consumer market. This market
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is associated with other money, other distribution system, including regional offices, other advertising budget
and other planning principles, the organization of control systems for communicating decisions to the execu-
tive. Even if medium-sized businesses have the money for the development on the national market, it is not
enough; it is also required to have specific skills, technology, and management.

Infiltration in the Kazakh economic area of foreign companies brings new conditions of competition.
Moreover, it is not only price competition, which is can be dealt by domestic business structures due to their
efficiency, but also it is associated with the innovations, which will not be competed due to following rea-
sons.

The first major factor that reduces the level of security is logistics. It is different, expensive and heavy
in the companies on the national market. Medium business cannot always use their transport experts,
schemes and relationships.

The second factor is the lack of funding. The national market is the zone of interests of large business
structures, which allows operating of domestic or attracted resources, which are quite greater than those that
available to the average business in the local markets. Unlike large corporations, the last one is not able to
mobilize investment, it is not enough money for the innovation, after all, it is experiencing staff shortages.
All this, of course, affect the development and security of medium-sized businesses, shifting it to the level of
the threshold values.

The role played by administrative resources is the barrier. The level of contacts needed to ensure the se-
curity of economic activities within the city and the region are clear for any entrepreneur. He knows how to
set these contacts and relationships, also he knows about the budgets amounts in the formal and informal
structures. Another thing is the national market, which can be approached. Security concerns of medium-
sized businesses appear with the creation of new industries, it never affected by the presence or absence of
legal and administrative support.

Finally, an important limiting factor is the culture and regional mentality. The regional centers of entre-
preneurs go on the same machine, wear similar clothes, they have similar interests in the field of leisure and
the same rest places. When the scope of their economic activities goes beyond their region, the communica-
tion with the partners becomes strained.

All factors listed above make the regional market an independent unit and within this unit the medium-
sized business can safely perform and it efficiently implements own growth strategy. Usually it is simple ex-
tention of geography of activity or an increase in the share of the local market by introducing new product
lines to the existing market. There is a vertical diversification as well, when wholesale business structure re-
fers to the retail or even to the non-core activities.

Meanwhile, national companies and regional competitors emerge on the consumer market of the re-
gions. Medium business pressed from all sides have to take a defensive position, which to some extent re-
duces the security of its economic activity. However, on the regional market it is able to successfully with-
stand the pressure of national companies by better understanding of the situation, people's thinking and their
own resources allow it to efficiently grow within the regional market.

In order to improve the competitiveness of Kazakhstan’s economy and ensure its security, on behalf of
the Head of State «100 concrete steps» nation plan was developed. This plan provides the implementation of
systematic measures to ensure the qualitative growth of SME, including the introduction of «national cham-
pions” practices (step Ne 62), development of two innovational clusters (step Ne63), and strengthening of the
institution of business ombudsman (step Ne 54) [21].

The state program of infrastructure development «NurlyZhol» on 2015-2019 years opened new oppor-
tunities for entrepreneurs. As part of the «NurlyZhol» 100 billion tenge from the RK National Fund was al-
located for the development of business in the manufacturing sector [22].

In order to implement the Republic of Kazakhstan President's Address to the Nation «New Decade -
New Economic Growth - New Opportunities for Kazakhstan» and the Strategic Plan of Development of Ka-
zakhstan until 2020, «BRM-2020» unified program of support and development of business was developed.
This program is a logical continuation of the implementation of «road maps» of 2009 and 2010, and in this
case the emphasis shifts to the post-crisis development, the preservation of existing and creation of new per-
manent jobs [23]. Single program provides for the implementation of existing financial support instruments
(subsidizing interest rates on loans to commercial banks, guaranteeing the loans, the issuance of government
grants, summing up the missing infrastructure, the introduction of new financial support instruments, micro
crediting of entrepreneurs, partial guarantee loans to microfinance institutions), as well as providing non-
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financial support for the information and analytical support, the development of entrepreneurial capacity,
introduction of innovative technologies, increasing the productivity of enterprises.

The new reality opens up new opportunities for entrepreneurs in Kazakhstan. Ongoing structural re-
forms today are aimed at achieving improvement. According to long-term development strategy of Ka-
zakhstan until 2050, the head of state delivered a clear objective to increase the SME contribution to GDP to
50% [24]. This, in turn, requires an integrated and holistic approach to the sustainable development of SMEs.
In this connection it is a relevant and timely task to develop a unified concept of qualitative growth of small
and medium-sized businesses. The process of development of entrepreneurship should be considered as a
single space, covering all key aspects of support and acceleration of a competitive SME sector.

Currently, legislation on entrepreneurship represents a vast array of normative legal acts in various in-
dustrial branches. That is why it is relevant to systematize all regulations in a single database, to create a uni-
fied conceptual and methodological framework with clear, not conflicting laws, which would regulate busi-
ness activities and business relationships.

In order to realize this goal, the Civil Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan came into force in 2016
[25] . This is the main legislative act to date, which governs market relations, and special legislation on en-
trepreneurship. This situation contributes to the uniform application of legal norms, governing the entrepre-
neurial relations, and demonstrates the unity of private law regulation.

In 2016 the entrepreneurial Code which determines the legal, economic and social conditions and gua-
ranteesproviding freedom of enterprise in the Republic of Kazakhstan came into force. It regulates the public
relations arising with interaction of subjects of an entreprencurship and the state, including state regulation
and support of an entrepreneurship [26].

State policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan in relation to a private entrepreneurship is aimed at forming
of middle class by development of the small entrepreneurship, which is oriented to creation of new high
technology productions with the greatest value added.

Currently, the state realizes that there is a situation where the average business should use its flexibility,
mobility, market objectives to accelerate the search of their place in the innovation economy. In order to
create favorable conditions for the implementation of the business environment the Government developed
and implemented scheme of «feedback» initiatives with entrepreneurs through the creation of the Commis-
sions on affairs of business in local authorities, which includes the functions of:

¢ Study of the problems that hinder the development of small and medium-sized businesses;

¢ Development of proposals and recommendations for local and regional bodies of executive power.

Of great importance is also the formation of the business identity on the basis of the principles of social
responsibility and business ethics. Only in this case, entrepreneurs can grow into an independent and socially
active group with specific common interests that could become a pillar of the state and a full member of the
civil society.

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Development of measures to improve the quality
of personnel management functions

At the present stage structural changes in economy and rapid development of science and technology led to
increase of a human factor role in production and management. It is quite natural that at each entity there is a
necessity for determination of number of personnel, for effective system of matching, hiring and placement of
personnel, for providing their occupation inclusive of production interests and the worker's interests ,in
system of compensation for work, in considering of individual problems of workers, improvement of their so-
cial conditions and vacation. Improving the efficiency of personnel management can be achieved by using the
following factors: improvement of labor organization; involving personnel in process control; training and
development of staff through systematic training and improvement of qualification of workers. In the article
are given recommendations about forming and development of an effective personnel management system on
the example of ENU of L.N. Gumilev on the basis of application of methods of material and moral incentives,
are offered actions for increase an effectiveness of personnel management in organization. Are given
expected results from implementation of complex actions for increase effectiveness of personnel management
system. In general, the expected results, the implementation of the recommendations and measures to im-
prove the functions of personnel management will improve the quality of HR functions that contribute to the
revitalization of the work of staff, as well as the formation and development of an effective system of person-
nel management. The expected results include: improvement of quality of work of personnel; increase in
prestigiousness of the entity and forming of motivation of revenues to work; forming of trust to the entity in
general and to workers in particular; forming of the corporate philosophy and corporate ethics of the entity
based on mutual assistance, creativity and self-realization of each worker.

Keywords: personnel management, strategy, efficiency, material and moral incentive, motivation by
personnel, adaptation of personnel.

Today by a number of researchers it is confirmed that informing the contractor increases the productivi-
ty by 12-15 % on results of his work. So that in order to effectively use money as a motivator, it is necessary
to pay a competitive salary for attraction and retainment of specialists, and also to connect a payment for
work with workmanship or result that the award was commensurable with real efforts of the worker [1; 90].
It is also possible to use system of non-material stimulation. It is vital that the head of the organization was
able to express the gratitude for work when the worker it deserved. Thereby, worker's pleasant emotions

would be

associated with high-quality and timely work performance (Fig. 1).

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A key role in this process plays the assessment system of final results of activities, development of the
principles and approaches to matching the criteria for evaluation of their levels [2; 254].

Today for an efficiency evaluation, both the companies, and certain workers in management, the set of
techniques is applied. For example, the balanced scorecard BSC, management by objectives of MBO, busi-
ness performance management of BPM, management on the basis of key performance indicators - KPI (Key
Performance Indicators) can is translated as «key indicators of effectiveness», «key performance indicatorsy.
«Efficiency» and «effectiveness» essentially different concepts. One of the best translations are «key indica-
tors of activities (KIA)» [3; 25].

Management by objectives technology - MBO was offered by Peter Drucker in the 50s of the 20th cen-
tury [4]. The management system on the purposes gives the chance to considerably increase objectivity of
staff evaluation which is carried out on the basis of not personal qualities, but rather the job results of the
specific contractor.

This system lashes categories «satisfaction with work», «knowledge of resulty», «material stimulation»
in a single whole that promotes to estimate activities of the employee using an integrated approach.

In the conditions of growth of the competition and global crises, personnel management can reach the
efficiency only if it embodies the principles of strategic management taking into account monitoring of a sit-
uation in the future [5; 114]. Application of a strategic approach in the field of personnel management is re-
quired from a management of all levels of understanding not only modern motivation of workers, but also
the prospects of its possible development depending on a condition of the market environment and those
conditions in which people in several years can live. The purpose of strategic management by personnel is to
provide the coordinated and adequate condition of the external environment forming of labor capacity of the
organization.

The essence of a strategic approach consists in forming of the stable long-term line item directed to the
solution of effective objectives taking into account changes of the external environment. Now in connection
with application of the strategic approach to personnel management, the role of social policy increased in
world practice of management.

When the overall HR management strategy is determined, there is an objective need to establish a hu-
man resources management function, which will be combined as much as possible with this strategy. Per-
sonnel management strategy allows to link the many aspects of human resource management in order to op-
timize their impact on employees, primarily on their work motivation. In each case, the personnel manage-
ment strategy may cover some of its components, for example the HR function.

The strategy of personnel management provides the solution of a number of tasks:

— timely providing the company with workers of the set qualification and in necessary quantity;

— optimization of the personnel structure;

— development of human potential and its sustainable use for the implementation of business strategies;

— development and improvement of human resources management;

— change in behavior of employees;

— determination of models of compensation, material and moral incentive of workers;

— training, advanced training, human resources development, instilling of skills of strategic thinking;

— forming of a corporate culture, binding of the person to firm;

— creation of conditions for implementation of the rights and obligations of personnel provided by the
labor law;

— transformation of services of human resources management (their transformation from bureaucratic
into marketing structures);

— creating favorable conditions of work [6].

Before developing strategy it is necessary to analyse structure of personnel of the entity, technology, the
markets of products and work, social values, employment relationships, a demographic situation, efficiency
of use of working hours and the development of production and employment this the forecast. Need of coor-
dination among themselves of the strategy of personnel management and the strategy of an entrepreneurship
covers the main management functions and includes: matching, employment and selection of personnel of
the organization; adaptation of personnel development of an organizational structure; development and per-
sonnel training; staff evaluation; motivation of personnel; the best use of potential of workers and its remu-
neration.

Based on the study and evaluation of the organization of personnel service activities, as well as the re-
sults of the functional - cost analysis the following recommendations on the formation and development of
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an effective human resource management system through improved management functions on the basis of
material and moral stimulation methods have been developed (Table 1)

Personnel management functions are closely related to each other and form together a definite system of
work with personnel, where changes in the composition of each function, make it necessary to adjust all oth-
er related functional tasks and responsibilities. An integrated approach to the management of a unity of all
functions possible to identify the new character of the control - the function of personnel management. It is
necessary to carry out a number of measures to improve the management effectiveness (Table 2).

Improving the efficiency of personnel management can be achieved by using the following factors: im-
provement of labor organization; involving personnel in process control; training and development of staff
through systematic training and improvement of qualification of workers.

worker. As management function «the management of personnel» is directed to uniting, interconnecting and
coordinating all other functions in a whole.
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Implementation of complex of measures on increase of efficiency of the personnel management system
at the enterprise will be based on the following principles:

— Maximum use of labor potential of workers for the solution of the current and perspective tasks;

— Stimulation of personnel of the company to the professional growth, enhancement of skills, training;

— Creations of conditions for timely acquisition of necessary qualification and increase in skill level and
to development of creative capabilities;

— Social responsibility of the company for each worker;

— The advancing training and fixed increase in qualification level of all categories of personnel.

Social efficiency of the offered actions for enhancement of personnel management methods first of all
is shown in the form of a possibility of achievement positive, and also decrease in changes, negative from the
social point of view, at the entity of L.N. Gumilyov Eurasian National University. From implementation of
this package of measures for increase in system effectiveness of personnel management it is necessary to
refer the following to positive results:

— ensure personnel adequate standard of living (favorable conditions of work, decent wages and social
protection at the enterprise level);

— implementation and development of the individual abilities of employees;

— Favorable socio-psychological climate (opportunities for communication, awareness, relatively con-
flict-free relationship with the leadership and colleagues);

— Decrease in level of a staff turnover.

In general, the expected results, the implementation of the recommendations and measures to improve
the functions of personnel management will improve the quality of HR functions that contribute to the revita-
lization of the work of staff, as well as the formation and development of an effective system of personnel
management.

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The development of small and medium business:
of Kazakhstan and foreign experience

The article presents the results of research of tendencies of development of domestic small and medium-sized
businesses, assessed in comparison with other countries. Comparative analysis of the development of the
SME sector of Kazakhstan and other countries shows noticeable gap in our country on such indicators as the
contribution of SMEs to GDP and employment. World experience shows that if the state wants to develop
dynamically and steadily, its socio-economic programs should always include measures to stimulate small
and medium business. The experience of foreign countries shows that the main financial instrument of the in-
novation policy in SMEs is the use of state budget funds, although the indirect tool of state support for re-
search and development through tax incentives is also important. Thus, the leading role of the state in the de-
velopment of the innovation process should manifest itself not only in direct funding, but tax incentives and
high-tech business, and in encouragement of investment in high-tech industry. The role of small business in-
novation is determined by such important aspects as a contribution to the production of GDP, the impact on
the structure of the economy, creating a competitive environment, the growth of effective demand, the devel-
opment of scientific and technological progress, as well as in solving social and political problems. In the cur-
rent difficult situation it SMEs can act as a stabilizer, and therefore entitled to the appropriate attention of so-
ciety and state.

The main major component of national economies of developed countries is small and medium enter-
prises (hereinafter SMEs). Of course, in turn, large enterprises determine the scientific, technical and indus-
trial potential of the country, the SMEs, the most common forms of business life. They provide stable devel-
opment of the country, as social element, and economic. Increased dynamism, flexibility, innovative activi-
ty, ability to quickly create new industries and generate new jobs is the main differences between the SME
sector.

The basis of the economy of any state is the development of small and medium-sized businesses. When
there is no development of entrepreneurship in the country, it is impossible to talk about stability of the ma-
croeconomic situation in the state. Kazakhstan immediately after independence, the development of small
and medium business as an important direction of the economy [1].

A priority of state policy was comprehensive support for small and medium-sized businesses.And de-
spite the difficult economic situation in the country in the early and mid 90-ies of the twentieth century,
the number of subjects of small and average business and the number of people employed in this sec-
tor grew constantly. The crisis economic situation which developed in our country in mid-2015
and continued up to the present time, not much impact on the number of active subjects of small and average
business.

The total number of active subjects of small and average business in the Republic on March 1, 2016 has
made more than 1 million 300 thousand. The share of this sector in GDP is about 25 %. This figure again
emphasizes the importance of state support of small and medium-sized businesses.

According to the statistics Committee of the Republic of Kazakhstan as of March 1, 2016 the number of
active subjects of small and average business, in comparison with the corresponding date of the previous
year decreased by 1,5 %.The total number of subjects of small and average business, the share of individual
entrepreneurs made up of 72.5 %, farming — 13,7 %, legal entities of small business — 13,6 %, legal entities
medium enterprises — 0,2 % (Table).

As can be seen from table 1, the most active in this sector are the residents of South Kazakhstan, Alma-
ty and East Kazakhstan regions, as well as the inhabitants of the cities of Almaty and Astana. In most other
regions, the number of active subjects of small and medium enterprises is much less. Despite the overall re-
duction of active subjects of small and average business, the number of legal entities small business by
March 1, 2016 was increased by almost 20 % in comparison with the previous period. According to the
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Agency statistics, the share of contribution of SME in GDP in our country at the end of 2016 amounted to
31.7 %. However, it is too low. Therefore, the state set a strategic goal by 2020 to increase the share of
SMEs in GDP of 7-10 %.

It should be noted that the low contribution of SMEs to GDP (20,2) compared to developed countries
(Germany — 57 %, UK — 52 %, US — 52 %, France — 50 %) is caused by the fact that a large share of GDP
creates big business (7% big business creates 70 % of GDP represented by oil and mining sectors). This situ-
ation reflects the structure of our business, for the most part concentrated in the primary industries [2].

Comparative analysis of the development of the SME sector of Kazakhstan and other countries shows
noticeable gap in our country on such indicators as the contribution of SMEs to GDP and employment. In the
world practice a large number of small and medium-sized companies and enterprises. For example, in the
US, the EU operates more than 20 million companies in China, there are about 40 million small and medium
enterprises, while in Kazakhstan two dozen times less. However, when comparing it is necessary to remem-
ber about the objective specific features of development of entreprencurship in different countries, due to
historical and cultural traditions, level of economic development,and the legislative and institutional condi-
tions of SME sector support in one country or another [3].

The share of annual volumes of output by subjects of SME in the United States, the European Union
and Asia (China) ranges from 52 % to 60 % (picture 1). In Kazakhstan, this share is almost 3 times lower and
amounts to 17 % [2]. In foreign countries small and medium business is the main employment of the popula-
tion, thus contributing to the innovative potential of the economy. The share of employed in small and me-
dium-sized companies in developed countries and also in Russia makes approximately 50 % to 75 % eco-
nomically active population. In Kazakhstan the share of the population employed in the SME sector in total
employment is also much lower than in developed countries in 2015, this figure has reached level 37 %.

At the same time, the share of SMEs in total all enterprises in Kazakhstan is 95 and almost reached the
world average values of the same indicator, which is 98-99 % [2].

Thus, to some extent, modest in comparison with developed countries the contribution of small and me-
dium-sized enterprises of Kazakhstan in production of value added and job creation due to the current sec-
toral structure of production, which, in turn, is determined by the availability of natural resources, technolo-
gies and production scales [4].

On the sectoral structure of the Kazakhstan SME sector also differs from developed countries. If the
SMEs in our country are mainly based, as noted earlier, in the sphere of wholesale and retail trade — their
share is 44 %, in agriculture — 19 %, in economically developed countries, the structure of SMEs by sector
looks different. So, in the US, obviously the predominance of the service sector (58 %), more than 20 %
small businesses operates in the spheres of construction and trade, while the industry employs only 2 %
small businesses. The EU is also the largest number of SMEs is concentrated in the service sector — 23 %, at
the same time in the sphere of construction and trade, 33 % and in the industries employing 7 %.In Russia, as
in Kazakhstan, the largest share in sectoral structure of SME to trade, while agriculture employs only 3 %
SMEs and in industry — 16 % (Fig. 2).

The President of the Republic of Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev in his message to the people of Ka-
zakhstan New Kazakhstan in the new world tasked: state holding companies which play an important role in
the diversification of the economy, should encourage, support and involve in the process of small and me-
dium business of Kazakhstan [5]. Our Republic adopts the successful experience of advanced countries, and
therefore the attention of the Government of the Republic is constantly tied to the mechanisms of improve-
ment of state support of small and medium businesses. The experience of developed countries shows that in
countries with developed market economy, small and medium business has a significant impact on solving
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social problems, increasing the number of employees and the development of the national economy. The
government has taken several measures for development of small and medium-sized businesses [6].

However, despite all efforts by the state to support small and medium businesses, entrepreneurs work-
ing in this sector, and those who wish to do their work, there are many doubts. The main issue is the high
interest rates on loans. Bets 14-20 % are not the most attractive, and many are deterred. In developed coun-
tries rates for lending to small and medium businesses is much lower. For example, in Canada, a starting en-
trepreneur can obtain a loan for 10 years at 2-3 % per annum, in Japan encouraged the unification of small
enterprises into cooperatives, and in this case, entrepreneurs can get a loan at 2-4 % a year, in Singapore
when obtaining a loan for a period up to 4 years has a rate of 5 % per annum, and in obtaining long-term loan
of 6.5 %. In these countries, due to favorable conditions from the state, the share of small and medium enter-
prises in GDP is 50 %, in Kazakhstan this index is about 25 [2].

Interest rates on loans is not the only stopping factor. For the successful development of small and me-
dium businesses need to take some additional measures:

—to educate representatives of small and medium business in all areas — ranging from registering your
business to use distance learning;

— to simplify rules for licensing, registration, certification etc;

— to improve the tax system for entrepreneurs;

— to improve financial and credit policy of small and medium businesses, leasing service;

— to simplify financial reporting and accounting;

— to ensure the safety of business;

— to improve information support of entrepreneurs etc.

For the effective functioning of small and average business it is necessary to strengthen public support
for this in the first place, it is necessary: to form a concept, to prioritises and justify the role of small business
in the economy; to develop public policies for the support and development of small and medium entrepre-
neurship in the economy; improve regulatory support and development of small and medium businesses; to
improve legislation in the sphere of investments and creation of favorable investment climate in the country;
to improve regulatory support and development of small and medium businesses; to improve legislation in
the sphere of investments and creation of favorable investment climate in the country; to develop financial
and credit mechanisms and to introduce new financial technologies to the development of small and me-
dium-sized businesses. When the right conditions are created, providing comprehensive support for small
and medium businesses at the national and regional levels and opportunities for relative risk-free financing
(loan), extract the normal rate of profit, then the investors inevitably flock to the small and medium business,
thus contributing not only to the formation and development of the latter and increases the efficiency of the
economy as a whole.

World experience shows that if the state wants to develop dynamically and steadily, its socio-economic
programs should always include measures to stimulate small and medium business. Today, in developed
countries SMEs account for between 40% to 90% gross domestic product (GDP). And therefore it is quite
natural that the governments of these countries place a priority on supporting the sector [7].

Small innovative business is developed primarily in the field of scientific and technical development,
debugging and implementation into production of discoveries and inventions, many innovations having a
risky, but promising in nature. The term «innovation” in the world economic literature is interpreted as the
final result of innovation activity, has been embodied in the form of new or improved product introduced on
the market, new or improved technological process used in practical activities. Small innovative business in
the innovation process performs a consolidating function, interacting not only with large corporations, but
also the scientific sector (universities, academic institutions, government laboratories, etc.). The creation of
small firms allows you to implement a certain amount of new knowledge that arise in research establish-
ments [8].

Thus, we see that small and medium-sized innovative firms are technological leaders in emerging sec-
tors of the economy, opening new market segments, developing new industries, increasing knowledge inten-
sity and competitiveness of production and thereby contributing to the formation of the new technological
order. Given the current modern conditions of development of the economy and observed trends of increased
dependence of the country's wealth and innovative capacity there is a need for the development of small en-
terprises of a new type corresponding to an innovation economy, it can be small innovative enterprises.

The main engine of industrial-innovative development is the private sector, and the state acts as a cata-
lyst and initiator in raising the competitiveness of the economy and facilitates the creation and modernization
of small and medium enterprises by involving them in innovation processes.
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The advantages of small and medium enterprises in the field of innovations:

— quick adaptation to changing external conditions economic activity;

— flexible control of production process, reached by minimizing formal evaluation criteria and a simpli-
fication of various procedures;

— flexibility and internal communications;

— the narrow specialization of scientific research and development of a small circle of creative ideas.

The emergence and development of innovative entrepreneurship in small businesses due to a number of
socio-economic factors:

1) the limitations of large corporations in the field of development and innovation (bureaucracy, fea-
tures of the organizational structure, significant cost pressures, etc.);

2) the emergence of new knowledge-intensive sectors of the economy, where the ability to operate a
small business and there is a possibility of high returns;

3) the ability of small businesses to implement innovative activities at the appropriate level based on the
use of advanced achievements STP and the tendency to use such achievements;

4) increasing demands for flexibility, liquidity, business mobility;

5) comprehensive state support to foster innovation, increase employment;

6) segmentation of consumer demand for high-tech products (individual customer).

Studying foreign experience is important. We can distinguish the following structural sources of eco-
nomic development of the country:

— development on the basis of the factors of production;

— development through investment;

— development through innovation.

Every country uses all the sources of development. For example, in many developed countries small en-
terprises are created and are funded by various budgetary programs.

The United States has several programs to support innovation Innovative research in small business
(SBIR) and the Transfer of technology for small businesses.

The basis of the program SBIR is a thematic research and development work carried out by innovative
SMEs, subsidized by the state structures.

A different program of stimulating the development in the US — technology Transfer for small busi-
nesses is aimed at creating joint ventures and innovation projects between science and business organiza-
tions.

Israel has a fairly large Luggage innovative engineering, which was quite difficult to bring to market
due to the shortage of funds to private entrepreneurs. To solve this problem, the government has taken a
number of constructive attempts of the innovative sector of the economy.

Consider a Program of Israeli venture capital Fund Yozma. Most of the funds generated Fund was di-
rected exclusively to the financing of start-UPS involved in the development of technological innovation in
such sectors as communications, software, information technology, medical equipment and biotechnology,
national (domestic) security.

The program was successful because in the activities of venture capital funds the state had limited par-
ticipation, key decisions were invited foreign specialists.

The economy of the Republic of Korea is considered one of the most dynamic and strong — she takes
the 4th place among the countries of the Asia-Pacific region according to nominal GDP.

The development of SMEs is characterized by the fact that the South Korean government actively sup-
ports the development of innovative SMEs in several strategic areas:

1) the promotion of SMEs through the extension of the public procurement system — the creation of a
system of mandatory competition between SMEs, the creation of the System increase percentage of planned
procurement;

2) integrate large companies with SMEs;

3) the development of non-financial instruments to support SMEs — creation of a consulting, technical,
personnel centers, carrying out of training of training, the program of assistance to business.

Support for SMEs is one of the priorities in the economy of France. In the structure of state power has a
special body dealing with problems of entreprencurs- the Ministry of small and medium business, trade and
crafts. the government and specialists of the Ministry developed various assistance programs to small and
medium enterprises to stimulate production and create new jobs.
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Effectiveness of policies to support SMEs in France should be judged on the results achieved. In
France, about half of the business belongs to small business. Just a small business in France involved more
than 15 million people, accounting for 54% of total employment. The share of output of small enterprises in
the GDP varies in the range from 55% to 62%.

For small business France is characterized by strong ties with major companies. Work guarantee funds,
which provide assistance in finding sources of funding for budding entrepreneurs.

French tax law provides for the application of the regime of simplified taxation for small businesses.
Small innovative enterprises during the first two years are completely exempt from income tax, and only
since 6 years of existence, pay this tax in full.

Important role in supporting small businesses played by the state organization OSEO in 2005, bringing
together the French national innovation Agency ANVAR, the development Bank small and medium enter-
prises BDPME and French insurance company capital Sofaris. The mission of OSEQ is to provide assistance
and financial support to SMEs. Sharing the risk, the company facilitates the access of SMEs to financing
through partnerships with banks and investors.

The main activities of the OSEQOare:

— support and Finance innovation, technology transfer and development of innovative projects with real
prospects;

— guarantee;

— funding of technology investments and operating cycle alongside the banks;

— through its regional network programs, covers all regions of France [9].

The experience of foreign countries shows that the main financial instrument of the innovation policy in
SMEs is the use of state budget funds, although the indirect tool of state support for R &d through tax incen-
tives is also important.

Thus, the leading role of the state in the development of the innovation process should manifest itself
not only in direct funding, but tax incentives and high-tech business and encouragement of investment in
high-tech industry.

The experience of developed countries shows that the role of small business is determined by such im-
portant aspects as the contribution to the GDP, impact on the structure of the economy, creation of competi-
tive environment, growth in consumer demand, the development of scientific and technological progress, as
well as in solving social and political problems.

Kazakhstan adopting the successful experience of developed countries, because the improvement of
mechanisms of state support of small and medium business is constantly the center of attention of the head of
state and Government of the country.

New quality of growth must be ensured the transition to innovative content development. In this regard,
the President of RK N.A. Nazarbayev drew attention to the correct understanding of innovation. This is a
new technology that significantly improve the quality of life of the population and reduce the price of access
to this quality compared with the old technology [10].

Development, support and protection of SMEs, and of innovative development is very well reflected in
the annual messages of the President of Kazakhstan, State program of forced industrial-innovative develop-
ment 2010-2014, the program «Business Road map 20207, «The concept of innovative development until
2020”. 2015 should be fully operational national innovation system, and by 2020 it should already yield re-
sults in the form of development patents and prepared technologies introduced in the country.

It is necessary also to stimulate private companies to invest in research and innovation. I would like to
emphasize the introduction of innovation is important, but it is not an end in itself. Comprehensive support of
entrepreneurship — leading force in the national economy. Domestic entrepreneurship is a driving force in the
new economic policy. We must create conditions so that people could try themselves in business, become a
full member of the country's economic transformation.

A special role in the further development of small innovative business in Kazakhstan, will play an in-
ternational exhibition of EXPO 2017 held in Astana. New serious impulse to development will receive small
and medium businesses. It is expected high activity in the development of certain directions of innovation in
the public sector, the formation of the innovation environment, increasing the efficiency of science, the de-
velopment of effective system of technologies commercialization, stimulation of innovative activity of busi-
ness, building regional innovation systems, the development of innovation infrastructure and international
integration for innovations development.
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For owners of small and medium business conduct «kEXPO-2017” in Astana may become a good oppor-
tunity for review and subsequent introduction of new energy saving technologies, search for investors and
ideas for further business development. Thus, the role of small business is determined by such important as-
pects as the contribution to the GDP, impact on the structure of the economy, creation of competitive envi-
ronment, growth in consumer demand, the development of scientific and technological progress, as well as in
solving social and political problems.

Thus, small and medium business is the basis of stability of a modern civil society and its development
will depend on the welfare of all Kazakhs. SMEs not only performs an important social role, supporting the
economic activity of most of the population, but also provides considerable tax revenues to the budget. In the
current difficult situation, the SME can act as a stabilizer, and therefore entitled to the due attention of socie-
ty and the state.

Foreign economic activity management features

The ways to increase of staff labor productivity in agriculture

The article presents the process of human resources strategic management in agriculture, its clear strategy, the
relationship between policy and strategy formed by management system. Stages of implementation of the
human resources strategic management in agriculture are also shown. Marketing strategy classification was
reviewed in given article, which are focused on reducing of production costs i.e. strategy oriented on reducing
production costs; strategy on improving of the quality of services and goods; innovational strategy, strategy
of deep penetration into the market, etc. Measures on skills improvement are considered and presented: sys-
tematic training of agricultural workers; continuous exchange of experience and knowledge; ability to obtain
additional education in higher and secondary educational institutions; dual education; site training at produc-
tion sites. The ways of qualification improvement of human resources were proposed in JSC «Aktyk» in or-
der to improve the process of human resources strategic management. Also the influences of highly-qualified
staff on production volumes are shown based on data of JSC «Aktyk», «Rodina» LLP, «Novokubans-
koe» LLP. A linear pair regression equation, the pair correlation coefficient, net regression coefficient is cal-
culated. According to the results of the analysis and the study of the human resources strategic management
problems have been identified such as the absence of a single clear staff selection and recruitment systems;
ineffective setting of clear organizational goals.

Analysis of some aspects of staffing of healthcare system
of the Republic of Kazakhstan

Modern high-quality and affordable health care is one of the conditions for successful development of society
and the state. To fulfill this condition, it is necessary first of all to solve the problem of health security per-
sonnel. It is known that the quality of healthcare depends not only on the state of the material and technical
base of public health, the adequacy of the organizational forms, but also on the security and availability of
skilled workers. Therefore, this article analyzes the staffing of the health system in Kazakhstan. Analysis of
the composition and structure of the medical personnel, trends in their numbers, their population security, the
relationship between the specified categories, demographic characteristics are the main information basis for
determining the needs of the community and the health system in the medical staff. In this regard, the article
presents the data analysis by category of general practitioners, internists and pediatricians, who are one of the
most important links in the primary health care (hereinafter - PHC), provided to the population. The analysis
is performed on out-patient organizations in both the public sector and the private health sector. It is possible
to refine the most vulnerable point in the problem of providing medical personnel in public health in Ka-
zakhstan and to make some recommendations.

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To the Question of Compiling of the Rating Assessment
Technique of Insurance Companies

The purpose of insurers’ rating creation is to provide ensuring transparency of the results of insurance com-
panies’ activities and determination of level of their financial reliability. General approaches in methodology
of compiling of insurance companies rating by various foreign agencies are determined. The indicators cha-
racterizing fields of insurance companies’ activity are analyzed: insurance, investment and financial. The in-
dicators of an insurance activity regarding the insurance payments collection, the insurance indemnity pay-
ments and securing formation of insurance reserves are considered. The indicators of investing activities of an
insurance company regarding placement of insurance reserves are characterized. The indicators characterizing
financial activities of an insurance company regarding maintenance of liquidity, solvency and profitability are
highlighted. The authors in article determined the problems of creation of a rating assessment technique of in-
surance companies’ activities. The complex analysis of indicators of insurance companies’ activities is per-
formed, the stages of its carrying out are allocated. Based on the indicators usage which characterizes the
fields of insurance companies’ activity the rating assessment technique of insurance companies is developed.
The rating assessment technique of insurance companies is presented in the form of the system consisting of
consecutive stages, each of which represents the logical sequence of the actions providing creation of insur-
ers’ rating. Implementation of this technique in insurance practice would provide transparency of insurance
companies’ activities, increase the trust of insurers to them and to promote development of insurance system.

Keywords: insurance, rating, indicators, investing activities, financial performance, assets, equity, solvency of
the companies, ratings technique, insurance companies.

The rating as a complex assessment of a condition of an insurance company by independent experts be-
came one of basic elements of «non-price competition». Availability of rating and its level is profitable to
distinguish the insurer, being the proof of transparency of its activities, gives the chance to see how this in-
surance company is competitive.

The purpose of insurers rating consists in ensuring transparency of insurance companies’ activities re-
sults and determination of their financial reliability level. The insurance market of Kazakhstan is characte-
rized by functioning of various insurance companies offering identical insurance services and practically lack
of any objective information about a financial position of this or that insurer. In this respect there is a need of
creation of domestic insurance companies rating. It is especially important in the conditions of integration of
the Kazakhstan insurance market with infrastructures of the regional and world market.

In the work of the Kazakhstan scientists-economists the determining factors influencing development of
insurance business in Kazakhstan and the features of development of the Kazakhstan insurance market are
noted [1; 117].
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The Kazakhstan researchers proposed measures for increase in competitiveness of Kazakhstan insur-
ance system, including increase in capitalization and compliance to requirements of calculations of the stan-
dard rate of the Kazakhstan insurers’ solvency [2; 195].

As of today, in Kazakhstan the competitiveness of insurance companies’ rating is practically not made,
there is no rating agency which would be recognized by domestic insurers. It should be noted that services of
foreign rating agencies for domestic insurance companies are too expensive. Besides, despite advantages of
foreign techniques, the existing distinctions in a regulatory framework, and also the developed business prac-
tice require forming of a technique in relation to conditions of Kazakhstan.

In the light of the foregoing, there is a need of development of a technique of competitiveness rating of
domestic insurance companies which would get support from the Kazakhstan insurers, state bodies and, the
main thing, that it would reflect the degree of the insurer’s reliability. At the same time the technique shall be
based on the commonly accepted scheme of rating process in the international practice.

All known foreign techniques of ratings creation rather in detail paint groups of both quantitative, and
qualitative indexes which are used for calculation of rating, and also the procedure of rating assignment [3].

Though abroad there is no single system of insurers rankings, in approaches and methodology of crea-
tion of rating of various agencies there are general approaches. First, the rating purpose is to estimate finan-
cial opportunities of the insurer and to express the opinion on its competitiveness. Secondly, in the course of
ratings creation the reports of the insurer over the last 5 years, plans of profit earning, and also information
obtained during the poll of a clientele, management, conversations with staff of the analyzed companies are
subject to the analysis. Thirdly, practically all ratings are under construction on the basis of both the high-
quality, and quantitative analysis of information though the criterion and quantity of the indicators used in
the course of rating creation vary depending on the technique accepted in this or that agency.

To make the insurers’ rating by techniques of the foreign agencies of creation and its use in pure form
for assessment of competitiveness of domestic insurance companies is impossible for the following reasons:

1. Distinctions of financial accounting of insurance transactions of the Kazakhstan companies from
world practice. Ensuring comparability of data and a possibility of application of foreign techniques of a fi-
nancial condition assessment requires acceptance of the following measures:

1) transition to world system of accounting, to enter into practice the international standards of the chart
of accounts of the insurer’s financial accounting;

2) to unify system of the accounting and statistical recording of insurance transactions according to re-
quirements of the international insurance practice.

2. Lack of complete transparency in reporting and activities of insurance companies. Currently, all Ka-
zakhstan insurers aren't ready to show the work to the foreign observer though the financial reporting of in-
surance companies is periodically published in mass media.

3. It is difficult to make the analysis of some aspects of insurance companies’ activities because of
backwardness of corporate securities market in the republic, the reinsurance market.

In compiling the domestic ratings technique of reliability it is necessary to use the conventional scheme
of rating process in foreign countries, considering at the same time specifics of the Kazakhstan legislation
and national peculiarities [4]. For compiling ratings technique of domestic insurers it is necessary to consider
various groups of indicators which found reflection in modern economic literature. One of approaches allow-
ing to carry out the financial analysis characterizing the level of insurer’s competitiveness there is the follow-
ing classification of indicators:

1 group — absolute figures;

2 group — relative indicators;

3 group — average values [5].

The other approach can be the classification allowing to consider insurance specifics of the insurer in
activities indicators:

1) the volume (absolute) indicators characterizing scales of activities of insurance companies;

2) indicators of assessment of insurance companies solvency;

3) the indicators characterizing the level of assets liquidity;

4) the indicators estimating the level of liabilities on one risk;

5) the indicators characterizing extent of reinsurer’s participation in insurance transactions;

6) the indicators characterizing investing activities of insurance companies;

7) indicators of assessment of financial results sufficiency for the accounting period [6].
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In our opinion, for creation of rating technique of insurance companies’ competitiveness the given indi-
cators should be grouped for the purpose of the analysis of separate fields of activity of the company:

1) group of the indicators characterizing the sphere of an insurance activity;

2) group of the indicators characterizing the sphere of investing activities;

3) group of the indicators characterizing financial activities of insurance companies.

It is necessary to include the financial performance used in practical activities of insurance companies
in this system of indicators.

Thus, the creation of ratings technique is under construction based on use of the indicators characteriz-
ing fields of activity and includes the following stages:

1. The indicators analysis characterizing an insurance activity regarding collection of insurance pay-
ments, payment of an insurance indemnity and ensuring forming of insurance reserves;

2. The analysis of the indicators characterizing investing activities in terms of insurance reserves
placement;

3. The analysis of the indicators characterizing results of financial activities regarding maintenance of
liquidity, solvency, profitability;

4. On each of the specified activities the intermediate value of rating is removed;

5. After adjustment of intermediate values, additional poll of experts taking into account their opinion
final value of the rating, constituted based on quantitative indices, is removed.

Indicators which are included in system of indicators of rating assessment, their admissible values on all
indicators are constituted on the basis of the research of economic literature and experience which developed
in domestic insurance practice. For assessment of an insurance activity of the company it is reasonable to
analyse the following indicators:

1. Level of payments;

2. Indicator of expenses on conducting business;

3. Coefficient of an equity sufficiency;

4. Relation of insurance reserves to liabilities;

5. Dynamics of scope change of insurance premiums.

The given financial performance most fully, in our opinion, reflects results of insurance companies’ in-
surance activity.

1. The indicator — the level of payments is determined to the following formula:

where Ipay — Insurance payments; Ipre — Insurance premiums.

2. The index the cost of doing business is determined to the following formula:

Insurance premiums are characterized by amount of transactions of the insurer, insurance payments —
amount of an insurance indemnity of the damage paid to insurers. Level of payments determines how many
tiyn the insurer gives to insurers from each collected tenge as insurance coverage. Admissible value of this
indicator shall be 30-40 %.

2. The expenses indicator on conducting business is determined by a formula:

where Ecb — Expenses on conducting business; /pre — Insurance premiums.

3. The indicator of expenses on conducting business characterizes a share of expenses in the volume of
insurance premiums. The high measure value testifies the unfairly big costs of funds for ensuring own activi-
ties of the insurer, but not for forming of insurance reserves on types of insurance. Calculation of the size of
expenses on conducting business based on the report about insurance activity. Standard measure value of 40 %.

3. The coefficient of an equity sufficiency, characterizes capital adequacy for acceptance of risks.

The equity includes the paid authorized capital, the reserve capital, accumulation funds, and also the
amount of retained earnings of an insurance company. Calculation of an equity is made according to balance
of an insurance company.

The indicator of the insurer’s equity size allowing to establish the lower bound of scales of an insurance
company can be bound here. It is essentially important that insurers observe the specified standard rate not
only at the time of receipt of the license, but also in the course of further activities. In other words, there shall
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be a control avoiding irrational use of own means below the established standard rate that is quite possible if
activities of the insurer are unprofitable.
The specified coefficient is determined by a formula

Admissible value of this indicator is 15-50 %.
4. A ratio of insurance reserves to liabilities:

The accounts payable, insurance reserves and other liabilities belong to the insurer’s liabilities.
The coefficient reflects a capability of the company to fulfill the obligations to insurers at the expense
of insurance reserves. Admissible value is at least 50 %.
5. Dynamics of insurance premiums change is calculated by a formula
IP1-1P2 %100%.

where IP1 — insurance premiums in reporting year; IP2 — insurance premiums last year.

The indicator allows to characterize activities of an insurance company for the conclusion of insurance
contracts. An unfortunate trend is excessive fall of receipt of insurance premiums. The admissible value of
the indicator constitutes —33 % to +33 %.

For the analysis of investing activities it is necessary to calculate the following coefficients:

1. The income rate of an insurance reserves investment;

2. Indicator of an investment income.

Profitability of investment of insurance reserves is determined by a formula

This indicator determines efficiency of insurance reserves placement. The size of the specified indicator
shan't be less refunding rate, but no more than 1,5 of its value.

The indicator of an investment income reflects efficiency of an investment portfolio:

Value of this indicator shan't be less than 5 %.

The analysis of financial activities of domestic insurance companies is carried out with use of the fol-
lowing indicators:

1. Liquidities coefficient;

2. Standards of sufficiency of highly liquid assets;

3. Standards of sufficiency of an actual margin of solvency;

4. Coefficient, characterizing unprofitability of an insurance company: unprofitability coefficient, cost
ratio, the combined coefficient;

5. Profitability coefficient.

Liquidity analysis shall give the answer to a question whether the insurance company in the shortest
possible time is capable to fulfill requirements for shown liabilities.

1. The liquidity rate is determined by the following formula:

The size of this indicator shan't be less than 70 %.
2. Standard of sufficiency rate of highly liquid assets.
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The insurance (reinsurance) organization daily observes the sufficiency rate standard of highly liquid
assets calculated as the relation of cost of highly liquid assets to the amount of insurance reserves minus the
reinsurer’s share, on a formula:

For an insurance company the use of an indicator of sufficiency standard rate of highly liquid assets is
especially urgent, it is connected first of all with the fact that insurers’ claims shall be in most cases imme-
diately paid. Value of this indicator shall be >= 1 %, otherwise, the insurance company will experience diffi-
culties with accomplishment of the liabilities to insurers.

3. The sufficiency standard rate of an actual margin of solvency is calculated as the solvency margin re-
lation to the minimum size of a solvency margin on a formula:

The sufficiency standard rate of an actual margin of solvency of the insurance (reinsurance) organiza-
tion shall not be less than a unit.

Neip
where Cr — Cost ratio; E — Expenses; Neip — Net earned insurance premiums.

The combined ratio characterizes overall effectiveness of an insurance activity and a financial position
of the insurance (reinsurance) organization. The combined ratio is calculated as the amount of loss ratio and
cost ratio.

The actual value of the combined ratio shan't exceed hundred percent. If the combined ratio exceeds
hundred percent, the authorized body has the right to recommend to shareholders to take measures for finan-
cial improvement of the insurance (reinsurance) organization, including issue of the recommendations speci-
fied in the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan “About the insurance activity” [8].

5. Profit ratio.

In case of results assessment of financial activities it is necessary to use profit ratio which is determined
as follows:

Profit
Income

x100%.
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The measure value shall not be less than refunding rate, but no more 1,5 of its value.

Admissible values of each recommended indicator are given in the offered technique proceeding from
requirements of the current legislation and depending on the practice which developed in the insurance mar-
ket. For the purpose of simplification of calculations it is reasonable to lead all received measure values to a
five-point type according to Table 1.

Depending on calculation result each coefficient will get point from 1 to 5. Points on all indicators are
summed up and the category of reliability of the insurer, at the same time is determined by a total sum, the
higher the amount of final value, the higher reliability of the insurer. Final value of rating consists of the
amount of the intermediate values calculated on each activity of an insurance company, i.e. by the following
formula:

FR =1R (ia) + IR (inva) + IR (fa),

where FR — final value of rating;

IR (ia) — intermediate value of rating of an insurance activity;

IR (inva) — intermediate value of rating of investing activities;

IR (fa) — intermediate value of rating of financial activities.

Intermediate value of rating of an insurance activity is found by summing of five-point assessment by
all indicators of this group. The maximum value which can be received in an analysis result of an insurance
activity makes 25 points.

Intermediate value of rating of investing activities is determined by summing of five-point assessment
by all indicators of this group. The maximum value which can be received according to the analysis of in-
vesting activities makes 10 points.

Intermediate value of rating of financial activities is determined by summing of five-point assessment
by all indicators of this group. The maximum value which can be received on this group makes 25 points.

The maximum value of final rating shall make 60 points.

Intermediate values can be adjusted taking into account the opinion of the experts performing assign-
ment of rating, at the same time:

— the received value of intermediate rating can't exceed its maximum value established on each group of
indicators;

— value of intermediate rating shan't be increased more than (is reduced) for five points.

Based on the received value of final rating taking into account the opinions of experts, the reference of
an insurance company to the corresponding group of reliability is made. For determination of category of
financial accountability of an insurance company it is necessary to use the facts of Table 2. 10 categories of
insurance companies are given in the table depending on the maximum and minimum values of rating.

Categories of insurance companies which can be grouped as follows are shown in the table:

1) the groups of safe ratings (“the highest level” — AAA, “highest level” - AA, “good” — A);

2) the groups of vulnerable ratings (“average level” — BBB, “less average level” —BB, “an unstable fi-
nancial position” - B, “the problem level” — CCC, CC).

If the insurer didn't present all data, necessary for creation of rating, that rating agency has the right to
assign the rating “O / ISB” (it is impossible to estimate) with indication of the reason. If the license for carry-
ing out an insurance activity was limited, suspended or revoked from the insurer, then regardless of the
gained points number the rating of “O / ISB” is assigned to such insurer (under observation of an insurance
supervision body). In case of the publication of rating the rating agency without fail shall specify date of the
last assessment, an interpretation of a rating scale, and also has the right to specify additional data which will
allow to gain deeper impression about activities of the insurer.

The implementation of rating assessment of insurance companies will allow to obtain information on
activities of insurance companies of the republic, to increase the trust of insurers to them and to promote de-
velopment of the sphere of insurance.

The role of social insurance to provide quality of lifeindicators for the nation

In modern conditions the compulsory social insurance system has become an important and indispensable
element of social and economic reforms in Kazakhstan. In this regard, the particular relevance of the study of
theoretical and methodological bases of the organization and functioning of the obligatory social insurance
system as a tool for economic and social development of the region. Analysis of the one-time survey «Quality
of life of the population», conducted in all regions of the Republic of Kazakhstan has shown that the devel-
opment of well-functioning social protection systems enables workers and their families to reduce the savings
rate, postponed for unforeseen circumstances and to invest in children's education, and promotes the growth
of domestic consumer demand and higher standards of living. The scientific article, based on the practical so-
cial security aspects of the study identifies the main trends in the development of compulsory social insurance
system, which consists in maintaining the continuity of the basic conditions for the functioning of financial
social insurance mechanisms. So by international financial expert’s social security mechanism operates effec-
tively when wage differentiation between the extreme deciles is not more than 1: 6. The Gini coefficient in
Kazakhstan by the end of 2015 improved by nearly 2 percentage points, reaching 27.8 % (0.276). The quality
of the income distribution in Kazakhstan on the basis of last year, slightly improved, approaching the level of
2009, when the index of income inequality was minimal — 26.7 %.

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Infrastructure model of the national insurance market of Kazakhstan

Effectiveness of the insurance market development is largely determined by the level of its infrastructure,
which should act as a well-functioning mechanism with a developed system of information and analytical
support, in combination with public authorities, insurance market entities and stakeholders. The insurance
market infrastructure is a set of professional participants of the integration insurance space, who serve insur-
ance activities, which contributes to the effective functioning of insurance and the quality provision of insur-
ance services. The basis of the insurance market infrastructure consists of such entities as insurance compa-
nies, insurance intermediaries, government, self-regulatory organizations, the insurance payments guarantee
fund, professional participants of the insurance market: surveyors, actuaries, adjusters, insurance ombudsman,
etc. This article considers the actual features of the institutional structure of Kazakhstan's insurance market,
which affect the strengthening of the country’s competitiveness. In this context, the analysis of the existing
Kazakhstan’s insurance market infrastructure was conducted. Based on the results of the study, the main di-
rections of improvement of Kazakhstan's insurance market infrastructure were proposed: creation of a single
information center, improvement of the national reinsurance system, development of the insurance market in
general. The authors developed a model of the infrastructure of the national insurance market, that meets the
modern requirements of competitive markets — sales and the mechanism of social protection of the popula-
tion, in the conditions of integrative interaction.

In modern conditions of integrative relations, the competitiveness of a national insurance market is
largely determined by the level of development of its infrastructure, which should constitute an effectively
working mechanism in cooperation with developed system of information and analytical support, public au-
thorities, insurance market actors and stakeholders. Let’s consider the institutional structure of the insurance
market of Kazakhstan.

According to the National Bank of Kazakhstan data of January 1%, 2017, the following participants of
insurance market are presented in Kazakhstan: 32 insurance organizations including 7 life insurance organi-
zations, 15 insurance brokers, 59 actuaries, insurance payments guarantee fund as well as other professional
market participants (surveyors, adjusters, underwriters etc.) [1].

As it can be seen from the table, there have been no significant changes in the number of insurance
companies for the five years, however each year there has been a reduction of operating insurance organiza-
tions. According to experts, the institutional structure of the domestic insurance market has been influenced
by several objective factors such as the slowdown in the growth rate of Kazakhstan's economy — the result of
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growing crisis in the world trade due to fall of prices on energy and sanctions against Russia. At the same
time, the requirements of the state regulator to ensure financial stability and solvency of insurance companies
are growing.

One of the elements of the insurance market infrastructure is government regulation. Kazakhstan
adopted an effective system of government regulation, based on operation of remote and inspectional super-
vision, in accordance with the principles of the legislative framework of the European Union.

State regulation of the insurance market is associated with the implementation of a set of economic and
legislative functions in this area, among which:

— Conducting a targeted state policy in the field of insurance as a strategic sector of the economy
through the formation of a legislative framework and the provision of a public climate conducive to the acti-
vation and popularization of insurance activities;

— formation of a competitive environment and an orientation towards increasing the competitiveness of
national insurers and protecting the interests of policyholders;

— formation of an effective structure of the national insurance business and stimulation of its sustainable
economic growth

The analysis of the activities of insurance organizations is an integral part of remote supervision and is
carried out in order to identify the risks inherent in their activities, verify the requirements of the legislation
of the Republic of Kazakhstan on insurance activities. When drawing up conclusions on the financial status
of insurance organizations, based on the analysis of information provided in the conclusions on the financial
status of insurance organizations, the rating of the insurance organization is determined according to the Fi-
nancial Reliability Matrix.

With the development of the insurance market, the active role belongs to self-regulating organizations.
Along with the state regulatory body, the main self-regulating organization of the Kazakhstani insurance
market is the Insurers Association of Kazakhstan.

The Association took the role of coordinating the activities of its members, to represent and defend their
common interests in relations with the authorities, foreign organizations and other participants of the insur-
ance relationship.

In total, there is an extensive system of infrastructure institutions operating in Kazakhstan. However, in
order to overcome the problems of development of the Kazakhstani insurance market and strengthen its
competitive advantages in the Eurasian Economic Space, the need to build anew infrastructure and upgrade
existing institutions arises.

An important role in forming the insurance market infrastructure play insurance intermediaries. Howev-
er, the activities of insurance agents in Kazakhstan are poorly regulated. Requirements for Kazakhstani in-
surance agents do not create conditions for their professional development and establishment as an indepen-
dent infrastructure unit of the insurance market. In many developed countries, insurance agents must go
through the stage of professional training and examination.

In case of successful completion an insurance agent is enlisted in the insurance agents register. Ka-
zakhstan introduced a requirement for training and certification of insurance agents, and to increase the per-
sonal responsibility of each agent the National Bank should introduce a single center, where agents of all
companies would obtain specific knowledge and undergo certification. The National Bank should also create
a special website with data on all certified agents.

Regarding the insurance brokers, today they account only for 5 % of sales, which mainly represent the
contracts with large companies that require serious risk assessment and integrated approach. At the same
time, in Germany, in the United States and in France 40 to 70 % of insurance transactions are made through
brokers. In the UK — over 85 %, in Mexico and Brazil — 50 % and 72 % respectively. Licensing, the prohibi-
tion on combining brokerage and agency activities has become a major challenge for these professional par-
ticipants of the insurance market. Judging by this reason, according to the data from table 1, the number of
insurance brokers did not change significantly [2].

As for the actuary. In Kazakhstan, actuarial activity is carried out in accordance with the Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan dated December 18, 2000 "On Insurance Activity" on the basis of the rules for the
introduction of actuarial activity, the issuance of a license for the right to perform actuarial activity, the pass-
ing of an actuarial qualification examination, the involvement of an independent actuary to verify the activi-
ties of the actuary An independent actuary of the results of verification of the accuracy of calculations carried
out by an actuary in the state of an insurance (reinsurance) organization uu".
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An important element of the modern insurance market infrastructure is the secondary insurance institute
— reinsurance. The main objective of the creation of a single reinsurance market is to reduce the flow of rein-
surance premiums outside of the national insurance market.

Thus, the minimum required reinsurers rating in Russia is at satisfactory reliability level. The legislation
of the Russian Federation limits the share of reinsurers in insurance reserves and restricts combining reinsur-
ance operations on life insurance and risks reinsurance of property insurance. In 2016 Russian State Duma
approved a law on establishment of a National reinsurance company which is an effective step towards the
formation of a full-fledged insurance system.

There is one reinsurance organization operating in Belarus — Belarusian National Reinsurance Organi-
zation (BNRO). According to the year 2015 results, the Belarusian National Reinsurance Organization con-
cluded 9737 reinsurance contracts on 49 kinds of insurance.

There is no reinsurance market as an infrastructure element of the insurance system in Kazakhstan. The
reinsurance organizations which hare non-residents of the country are required to have high ratings of finan-
cial stability, are limited in the amount of reinsurance risks, belong to the category of prudential norms.
Thus, most of the reinsurance premiums occur in the countries of the European Union, which have high in-
surers ranking respectively. Unlike its neighbors, Kazakhstan did not create a national reinsurance company.
This reduces the competitive opportunities of insurance business in the country. The internal reinsurance op-
erations are being addressed through the availability of additional license on reinsurance, which direct insur-
ance companies have [3].

Thus, a necessary element of the national insurance market infrastructure model, designed to solve the
problem of premiums outflow abroad, is the improvement of the national insurance system by creating a do-
mestic reinsurance company.

In international practice, one of the basic infrastructure elements of the insurance market is the insur-
ance payments guarantee Fund. In Kazakhstan there is a system guaranteeing the insurance payments. Cur-
rently 30 insurance organizations are members of the insurance payments guarantee Fund. The main objec-
tive of the Fund is the implementation of insurance payments on obligations of insurance companies in liqui-
dation of compulsory classes of insurance. It should be noted that from all the member countries of the Eura-
sian Economic Union, Kazakhstan is the only country having the institute of insurance payments guarantee
fund. This infrastructure has proved its effectiveness and Insurance guarantee mechanism.

Regarding modernization of existing participants of the insurance market, the Insurance Ombudsman
Institute continues to develop in Kazakhstan. The Insurance Ombudsman is an individual who is recognized
to be independent in his activities, who carries out the settlement of disputes between insurance organiza-
tions and insures. Currently, there is a possibility for insures to resolve disputes with insurance organizations
using online insurance disputes settlement system, which was developed and implemented by the Insurance
Ombudsman.

The online system repeats the approved dispute resolution procedure, fully moderates the process of the
settlement of disputes, ranging from filling a notice of intention to appeal to the Insurance Ombudsman and
its automatic referral to the insurance organization and to monitoring the enforcement of the decision of the
Insurance Ombudsman. The system allows to make queries, guide and get acquainted with documents, anno-
tate documents and explanations, to virtually participate in the meetings, give explanations, ask questions
and involve experts [4].

Among the core issues of the insurance market development is the improvement of the insurance cul-
ture, which is associated with increase of insure s’ trust to insurance companies. Consequently, there is a
need to create an information center of the national insurance market. Establishment of the information cen-
ter should be based on the program «Informational Kazakhstan-2020» and the Message of the President of
the Republic of Kazakhstan dated January 31%, 2017 “Third modernization of Kazakhstan: global competi-
tiveness — «The digital Kazakhstany.

In accordance with the adoption of the course «Digital modernization», the objectives of the national
insurance market information center should include:

— free distribution of information about insurance companies and the services they provide via the In-
ternet;

— fast and free comparative information on insurance rules and tariffs, set by various market insurers;

— confirmation of the reliability of the insurance company through the transparency of its work;

—receipt of a new effective sales channel for insurers, organization of online insurance purchase me-
chanism.
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Users of the information portal will, first of all, be participants of the national insurance market, poten-
tial insurers, research institutes — researchers of this industry. Moreover, this information will be useful out-
side of the State as well.

The establishment of this infrastructure institute will solve the problem of mistrust of potential insurees
to insurers, problem of provision of financial literacy to the population, increase in demand for insurance
services.

Considering the experience of the United States, it was found out that there is an electronic data bank on
all insurance companies widely used to distribute the insurers by risk, premium volume, size of the autho-
rized capital, etc. With its help potential insurers may become familiar with information of interest to them at
any time.

It should be noted that the availability of the information center should necessarily be, on the one hand,
as an indicator of the reliability of insurance companies and ways to combat unscrupulous representatives, on
the other, as an incentive to increase public confidence in the insurers, and therefore the demand for insur-
ance services [5].

One of the main directions of improving the competitiveness of the national insurance market is the
creation of «Motor Insurance Bureauy». According to the concept «Implementation of National Motor Insur-
ance Bureau» proposed by Association of financiers of Kazakhstan, the establishment of this infrastructure
institute will facilitate:
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— coordinated work of the insurance market infrastructure;

— substantial cost savings in the provision of the necessary infrastructure of the insurance market;

— expansion of functions in evaluation of adequacy of tariffs on motor insurance. There is an opportuni-
ty to assess the risks of insurance companies by the market concentration and weighted portfolio (anti-
selection risks) through access to nationwide statistics;

— the absence of public funding for infrastructure development of the insurance market, the transfer of
risks lack of funds for provision;

— functioning of insurance infrastructure directly on of the insurance market participants;

— the possibility of mobile integration in international motor insurance system «as a green map» and re-
presentation of the interests of the citizens of the Republic of Kazakhstan abroad. Considerable flexibility in
matters of integration within the Eurasian Economic Union, reduce the cost of insurance products to con-
sumers of insurance services through cost savings of insurers on service infrastructure’s content and its coor-
dinated activities, as well as due to the provision of decrease of time and financial costs associated with clos-
ing of contracts and settlement of losses [6].

To achieve higher penetration of insurance services, it is necessary to develop public partnership of the
insurance market and other socially important sectors of the economy, such as, for example, agriculture and
construction. This will make it possible to use budget funds directed to the development of industries more
efficiently.

The most important direction of development of the insurance market is the adoption of a set of meas-
ures to further increase the capitalization of insurance organizations. Capital accumulation will allow local
insurers to retain most of the insurance risks currently inefficiently transferred to reinsurance.

It is necessary to take measures aimed at the participation of the state in the work of collecting statistics,
creating mortality tables, strengthening the requirements for automating the processes of insurance and other
activities. This will allow to form adequate and justified amounts of insurance tariffs by types of insurance
and the formation of adequate reserves, taking into account the general statistics on insurance cases and
payments. In this connection, it is necessary to further improve the internal processes of information systems
of the Single Insurance Database, which allow collecting statistics on all parameters of the insurance con-
tract. In addition, there is a need to interact with insurance databases with government databases, as personal
data on individuals are used to enter into property and personal insurance contracts. In this regard, the possi-
bility of providing access to state databases on the registration of individuals with the possibility of obtaining
information in real time will be considered.

Thus, the proposed model of the infrastructure of the insurance market of Kazakhstan aims to provide:

— Development of the national market in general, namely to ensure its competitiveness in the face of in-
tegrative cooperation;

— Creation of additional investment resources for the economy, through the creation of the National
reinsurance organization institute;

— Improvement of the system of national reinsurance;

— Enhancement of social stability and the sustainability of economic growth.

— Development of a specialized infrastructure of the insurance market: underwriters, adzhasters, insur-
ance intermediaries.

— Making proposals for optimizing the supervisory function of the regulator, analytical and information
systems, ensuring transparency, completeness and accessibility of statistical data in order to timely identify
problems in insurance organizations and systemic risks in the insurance industry as a whole.

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Some problems of intergovernmental relations of the Republic
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The article presents the judgment of the authors to improve the structure of the state budget of Kazakhstan
on issues of a more clear division of responsibilities between all levels of government, are considered contro-
versial moments on regulating inter-budgetary relations between Republican budget and the budgets of the
regions, revealed the status of intergovernmental relations by the example of the dynamics of transfers and
budget loans represented the amount of subventions allocated to the regions for 2013-2015. Special attention
is focused on the need to develop a methodological approach to the study of these problems, taking into ac-
count the diversity of local conditions that influence management decisions. Presents the author's vision on
the need for comprehensive studies of the problems of interbudgetary relations of the Republic of Kazakhstan
in conditions of globalization. The main goal of the research in this scientific article has been focused on im-
proving the system of state planning. The methodology of scientific research based on the study of the scien-
tific views of scientists on concepts such as the state budget, intergovernmental relations. The conclusions
on the modernization of budgetary relations, improving the state planning system, review the role of local
budgets as the chief conductor of the state policy in the region and identified the problem of intergovernmen-
tal relations in Kazakhstan, with the generalization of positive and negative trends in the regulatory mechan-
isms of inter-budgetary relations, expressed suggestions on ways to improve intergovernmental relations
in the Republic of Kazakhstan mechanism.

Keywords: inter-budget relations, budget, transfers, budget code, subventions, budget planning, control of
budget, budget regulation.

Intergovernmental fiscal relations are called relations in the budgetary process between the upstream
and downstream budgets. Intergovernmental fiscal relations system includes not only the relationship be-
tween the national budget and the budgets of the Republic of Kazakhstan regions, but also within regions -
between regional (city) and district budgets. The basis of intergovernmental relations is a clear delineation of
functions and authority levels of government, the unity and transparency of income and expenditure alloca-
tion methods between the levels of budgets.

In fact, the system of inter-budgetary relations - this is one of the main mechanisms in which the means
of the interaction of subjects of management, namely the interaction between hierarchical levels of govern-
ment - republican and regional, regional and district. This system is a set of principles, methods, techniques
and financial instruments that are used in the formation of income and expenditure budgets of different le-
vels, through which the state sets the budgetary relationship, the direction of flow and budget allocates cen-
tralized resources [1; 74].

Determining the State Budget of the Republic of Kazakhstan, as an essential part in the system of go-
vernance, with the position of the source of funding, and to their role, it is important to grasp the peculiarities
of this category to understand the complexity of the mechanism of formation of public life. The state budget
is one, but it is composed of parts that are themselves, reproducing itself, quite complex in all its forms
[2; 45].

During the period of development of independent Kazakhstan, in spite of the constant changes to im-
prove the state of the budget structure, it nevertheless remains problematic implementation of the principle of
separation of the state budget to the republican and local. What are the negative and positive aspects, what
are the ways to improve the structure of the budget system?

In view of the need to improve the efficiency of government, issues more important are a clear division
of functions between all levels of government, the transfer of the center of the reforms to the lower levels of
government.

In Kazakhstan, the various government bodies and in the scientific field for a long time and actively
discussed issues of budgetary relations. Despite this, the optimal mechanism allowing for the socio-economic
development of regions have not yet established [3]. The main point of contention in recent years has been,
first of all, ordering inter-budgetary relations between the republican budget and the budgets of the regions
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and to a lesser extent at regional and lower budgets (budgets of regions and municipalities). This, of course,
does not provide a comprehensive approach to solving the problem.

Today, the actual remains a point of view that the systematic study of the main stages of the preparation
and execution of the budget will allow, firstly, a comprehensive review of the budget planning framework,
accounting, control and analysis of the implementation of the budget, and secondly, to determine the se-
quence relationship of economic procedures on the preparation and execution of the budget thirdly, to devel-
op basic principles and directions of improvement of the financial system of the mechanism, taking into ac-
count changes occurring in the management of the economy of the republic [4; 21].

In Kazakhstan, the state of inter-budgetary relations logically examine our contemporaries to study both
the essence of the theory of the state budget and fiscal relations, and the dynamics of transfers and budget
loans, which are now fully represented in practice. At the same time, transfers, subdivided into general trans-
fer, target current transfers, targeted transfers for development, for the most part been formalized. At the
same time, general transfers include budget subsidies and fiscal exemptions. At the regional and district
budgets, except for transfers and budget loans are provided even income distribution regulations. As you can
see, a lot of regulatory elements [5; 464].

In our opinion, the presence of these regulatory elements, which are inserted in the current Budget Code
increases the counter financial flows. On this and the present time there are discussions and debates at vari-
ous levels. While intergovernmental relations are formed within the framework of existing legislation and the
budget system, the centralization of financial resources in the national budget, the existence of significant
counter financial flows between the budgets of all levels, the deficit of local budgets deprive local authorities
the possibility to solve the vital problems for the population.

It is known that the regional budget policy, its effectiveness is largely determined by the policy, which
is currently being implemented in Kazakhstan on the basis of the adopted Spatial Development Strategy of
the Republic of Kazakhstan till 2015, approved by Presidential Decree number 167 of 28 August 2008. But
this strategy is not properly have found the place of decentralization processes, improvement of inter-
budgetary relations, the completion of the construction of the local government system, the principles and the
formation of local self-government. Modernization of the budget system requires further improvement of
state planning system, therefore it is necessary to reconsider the role of local budgets as the chief conductor
of the state policy in the field, as well as regional policy, taking into account the current economic realities.
As lower levels of the budget system, local budgets are its foundation, on which depends the strengthening of
stability and reliability of the entire system.

From the experience of world practice can be traced different regulatory mechanisms of intergovern-
mental relations, as the distinction between expenditure obligations of the state budget; consolidation of cer-
tain types of taxes, fees and charges by type of budgets; providing subsidies, targeted transfers to lower
budgets; the use of budgetary credits mechanism of lower budgets and others.

Looking back, in Kazakhstan over the years for the regulation of inter-budgetary relations previously
used standards governing deductions from taxes and granting subsidies (in 1995-1997. Regulatory taxes are
the value added tax, corporate income tax and individual income tax, at the same time for each field of indi-
vidual standards) established by types of regulatory taxes; Further, in the years 1999-2000. regulating be-
came only the CIT, which in all areas has been set a stable standard deductions of 50 % of the total tax con-
tingent.

This led to a significant increase in the revenue base of industrial regions, in particular the oil fields; af-
ter to extract extra revenue mechanism was introduced fiscal exemptions; being on the path of continuous
improvement, in the country with the Budget Code of 2008 (article 44) the regulation of inter-budgetary rela-
tions was carried out by assignment of expenditure responsibilities between levels of budgets, use of trans-
fers and budget loans, the establishment of standards for the distribution of income [6]. Further, an active
focus on "transfers", which, according to Article 45 of the Budget Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan are
divided into general transfers, the current target, target transfers on development. In turn, the general trans-
fers are budget subventions and budget exemptions.

It should be noted that in the 2009-2015 years was traced steady increase financial aid to the regions
from the national budget, provided in the form of subventions, showing the most significant increase in com-
parison with the volumes of budget withdrawals.

For subventions from the state budget to the budgets of regions in 2011. accounted for 789,9 billion
tenge, in 2012—-880,5 billion tenge, in 2013 — 865,9 billion tenge, in 2014-978,1 billion tenge, in 2015 -904,4
billion.. The average increase in the volume of subventions in 2015 to the level of 2011 is 11,4 % [7].
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As you can see, clearly demonstrated a steady increase in the volume allocated from the state budget
subventions, and, accordingly, the number of subventional areas. In actual practice, the process of the transi-
tion areas from the "central government donors" category in the "central budget recipients' category.

As far as changed the transmission process of budgetary subventions from the state budget to the re-
gions, it can be shown based on data for the years 2013—-2015 in the table. The budget subventions trans-
ferred from the republican budget to the regions in 2015 decreased in comparison with the year 2014, mainly
Karaganda region on (33 %), Pavlodar - (32,7 %), Aktobe - (32,2 %) and Almaty - (15,2 %). And the other
8 regions - Akmola, East Kazakhstan, Kostanai, Zhambyl, West Kazakhstan, North Kazakhstan, Kyzylorda
and South Kazakhstan region remained practically in terms of subventions on the same level, and budget
subsidies for Astana are not provided in 2015.

According to the analysis in 2015, all but four regions (Atyrau and Mangistau regions, cities of Almaty
and Astana) received subventions for the equalization of budget sufficiency and equal access to state-
guaranteed services.

Further, in terms of inter-budgetary flows to the regions in the form of targeted investment transfers,
this mechanism often manifested a lack of transparency and accompanied by certain disadvantages. Analysis
of the development of the national budget allocated to local budgets for the implementation of investment
projects, shows that the process of their development is not controlled by the individual administrators of
republican budget programs, which limit its liability corresponding transfer funds to the accounts of local
budgets. As a result, data on the performance of the individual budget program in full does not correspond to
reality, as local cash execution can not reach up to 50%, which leads to subsidence of funds in local budgets
accounts. In addition, the approval of the national budget earmarked and targeted investment transfers to
functional groups of costs, indicating the ministries of budget programs administrators helped double the re-
ported amount in cash expenditures of the republican and local budgets. Thus, there has been a distortion of
the actual expenses allocated to the real sector of the economy and the social block [11; 68].

Discussion is also the current system of budget withdrawals, which often has a negative effect on the
desire of regions significantly replenish the revenue part of its budget [12; 8].

Analytical studies highlight the problem and it shows in all the past (2009-2015) years. When reducing
the budget withdrawals from the local budgets, the largest share of the budget seizures accounted for the city
of Almaty, Mangistau region, Astana and Atyrau.

And in volumes of budget withdrawals from these four local budgets to the national budget in 2015 in-
creased and amounted to 168 billion tenge, or 27,3 % more than in 2014, including the Atyrau region -
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60,7 billion tenge in Mangistau. — 16,7 billion tenge, Almaty — 83,7 billion KZT Astana — 7,5 bln. tenge. In-
crease seizures observed in all regions, including the Mangistau region - 67 %, Atyrau region — 18,3 %, in
Almaty — 18,2 % and Astana — 100 %.

It can be assumed that a significant increase in the cost of seizures and excessive budget alignment se-
lects resources from dynamic regions and reduces the incentives to develop their own tax base in the regions
receiving the guaranteed volumes of transfers.

To a certain extent still not fully resolved the allocation of target current transfers, which as official
transfers transmitted by higher budgets in subordinate, within the amounts approved in the national or re-
gional budget, for the implementation of the current budget of individual programs. The planning of the spe-
cified target current transfers are not included in the calculation of official transfers of a general nature (fiscal
exemptions and budgetary subventions).

Another controversy is the position when the selection is made the target current transfers to compen-
sate for lower budgets losses arising from the adoption of the parent bodies of normative legal acts, entailing
an increase in costs and / or decrease in income in the period of three years the volume of official transfers of
a general nature.

Dependency also appears when the target current transfers can be provided on the implementation of
measures of state, branch (sectoral) programs and for the implementation of certain legal acts, as well as at
the request of governors within the financial year only in the activities funded from the reserve of the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan Government or the local executive body area.

More attention require targeted transfers for development, which as official transfers from the republi-
can budget are transferred to subordinate to the implementation of local investment projects stipulated by the
state, sectoral programs.

To date, the largest volumes of targeted transfers in the regions directed to the development of health
care (39,7 %), housing and communal services (14,2 %), education (18,2 %), transport and communications
(6,8 %).

In absolute terms, targeted transfers to regional development in 2015 from the state budget amounted to
777,0 billion tenge (Ministry of Health and Social Development -368.3, Ministry of National Economy —
253,5, the Ministry of Education and Science — 155,2), one targeted transfers for development amounted to
277,2 billion tenge, target current transfers - 499,8 billion tenge. Unfortunately there is for these measures by
undeveloped areas:

— So that the program «Employment Road Map 2020» — 64,8 million tenge under the program «Busi-
ness Road Map - 2020» — 1 849 500 000 tenge;

— From targeted transfers for health and social development in 2015 in the amount of 368,3 billion
tenge (including current objectives — 331,6 billion tenge for development programs — 36,7 billion KZT.)

— Not mastered 741 million tenge,. including in the framework of the budget program for the promotion
and expansion of the guaranteed volume of free medical assistance - 306 million tenge.

— From target transfers on development of education within 8 republican budget programs in 2015 in
the amount of 155,2 billion tenge (including target transfers on development — 92,8 billion tenge target cur-
rent transfers — 62,4 billion tenge.).

—not mastered 263,9 million tenge.

— Of target transfers for development of agriculture in 2015 in the amount of 25,5 billion tenge, which
is not disbursed 280 million tenge.

As presented by us in our analysis and reasoning, except official transfers of general and targeted nature
of the national budget to local budgets provided budgetary credits for various periods on specific projects
(programs) and activities, as well as to cover the cash gap in the fiscal year, which also not always being de-
veloped from the perspective of efficiency, with the exception of loans for the organization of spring sow-
ing and harvesting, the purpose of which is to provide financial support to domestic agricultural produc-
ers [13].

Considering the problems of budgetary relations at the present stage, particularly inter-budgetary rela-
tions in the Republic of Kazakhstan, and highlighting both positive and negative trends it can be concluded
that the various methods of regulation of inter-budgetary relations are used in the country, which, in our opi-
nion, do not give the desired results in the strengthening of the tax base of local budgets and in ensuring
budget alignment. It is important to note that the transfers to date are the main tool for solving social and
economic problems at the local level, rather than the form of regulation of inter-budgetary relations.
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At the same time, analysis of the situation in the system of inter-budgetary relations shows that the in-
ter-budgetary relations system has disadvantages in Kazakhstan, here are some of them:

lack of available rural akims of the budget; changing forecast parameters of local budgets by local ex-
ecutive authorities unilaterally; the desire of local executive bodies to an underestimation of the revenue base
for the harmonization of the forecast parameters; the growth of administrative expenses and others.

Improving the system of intergovernmental fiscal relations should be aimed at achieving a balance of
interests of the center and the regions, raising the interest of lower levels of government in the economic de-
velopment of the regions and ensuring the stability of revenues to local budgets.

In this context, one can not ignore the question of the deputies of the Majilis of the draft Law «On in-
troducing amendments and addenda to some legislative acts of Kazakhstan on the issues of local
governmenty, the idea of the four levels of the budget, municipal property at the village level and rural dis-
tricts.

This is quite justified concern over the issue of training governors to manage the budget, the necessity
of a more systematic approach to this issue in order to avoid losses in 2017 allocated budget resources vo-
lumes in the amount of 110 billion. Tenge at the level of rural akims of regions of Kazakhstan. Improving
financial literacy of rural akims in the management of the budget process and municipal property should not
only be taken into account in the bill and approved for execution, and the most important - is to ensure full
safety means in practice and prevent irrational use of budget funds.

In our opinion, when deciding that the document sent to the phased introduction of an independent
budget for the regional value-level cities, villages, towns, rural districts and the introduction of the institution
of communal property of the local self-government, as well as to further expand the powers of local self-
government in the budget process and management utilities property, as the highest responsibility is dele-
gated to the deputies and the executive power in Kazakhstan [14].

The aim of the reform of intergovernmental fiscal relations in Kazakhstan should serve not a formal re-
vision of the system of redistribution of expenditure and revenue powers, which have been enshrined in the
Budget Code of the Republic of Kazakhstan. The problem is quite complex and interesting from the stand-
point of both theory and practice.

In our view, the reform of intergovernmental fiscal relations should be based on the consistent im-
provement of the legislative framework both at the national and local levels. The direction of improvement
of inter-budgetary relations should be a gradual transition from a priority focus on subsidized alignment of
budgetary security of regions to create preferential conditions for the strengthening of budgetary autonomy
of regions, increase the interest of local authorities in the expansion and strengthening of its own sources of
revenue.

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State Audit as Instrument of Improvement of the Quality of Information
on Activity of the Executive Authorities

Article presents a research of methodology of the state audit providing formation of high-quality information
on activity of the governments for its subsequent assessment. The governments have few incentives for dis-
closure of accurate and transparent information. Effective methods of the state audit have to promote increase
in the accountability of executive power, transparency of the budgetary processes and, as a result, improve-
ment of an assessment of activity of government. The importance of work is defined to justification of need
of involvement of the state audit in an assessment of reliability of the reporting of executive authorities, effi-
ciency of the budgetary procedures, by need of introduction of modern methods of the reporting of state bo-
dies on the basis of the analysis of world practice, the relevant institutional structure of the state audit, to de-
finition of spheres of further improvement of activity of bodies of the state audit. The International practice
presented in article regarding theoretical and methodological bases, can be applied with success in the Repub-
lic of Kazakhstan in case of its creative transformation, with its obligatory legal and methodological adapta-
tion to conditions of our country. Increase in transparency of the budgetary processes will become the major
step to increase in efficiency of activity of public authorities.

Keywords: public administration, state audit, budgetary process, monitoring, bodies of public sector, the su-
preme bodies of financial control.

As a result of the global financial crisis and the subsequent crisis of a sovereign debt, the government
and other organizations of public sector around the world, especially in the countries of OECD, have faced
essential pressure because of the limited budget, considerable debts and stagnation in economy. At the same
time the economy grows very quickly in the countries of Asia, South America and Africa, showing increase
in demand for the public benefits and services, investments into infrastructure.

This context creates a direct call to the governments for increase in effective management of resources
and formation of high-quality information for interested parties (citizens and parliament, donors, investors
and the financial markets, etc.).

Though the state account in itself doesn't lead to high-quality management of public finances, it is a ne-
cessary component. The advanced account leads to the best reporting which contains information necessary
for adoption of more reasonable decisions that in turn has to lead to more effective use of the state resources.

The auditor company «Price WaterhouseCuppers» has conducted a research among 100 countries about
the current situation and the expected tendencies concerning the state account. According to these data, prac-
tice of the state account differs in a variety around the world. The cash method is the main method used in
public sector for many years [1].

Auditors play an important role in ensuring the quality of financial information of public sector. Besides
that auditor reports increase trust to financial statements, strengthen the accountability and transparency of
the government, recommendations of auditors stimulate public authorities on continuous improvement of
quality of financial statements.

Experiment of Australia on implementation of audit of financial statements of the government is of spe-
cial interest as transition of system of accounting to a charge method in the Republic of Kazakhstan was car-
ried out taking into account practice of this country.

According to the requirements of paragraph 55 of the Law on financial management and the accountabili-
ty of 1997, the consolidated financial statements of the Government of Australia (further — CFS) are formed by
the Minister of Finance and are represented within 5 months after the termination of financial year [2].

CFS join nation-wide reports and reports on the main public sector (further — MPS).

CFS includes the following reports:

1) the financial statement of the Government of Australia (the nation-wide report) which includes:

— report on results of operating activities of the Government of Australia;

— balance sheet of the Government of Australia;
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— report on cash flow of the Government of Australia;

— report of the Government of Australia on changes in assets / net capital;

— explanatory notes to financial statements, including the statement for the basic principles of account-
ing policies.

2) the financial statement on MPS of Australia which includes:

— the report on results of operating activities of the Government of Australia on sectors, including the
financial statement on MPS;

— the balance sheet of the Government of Australia by sectors, including MPS;

— the report on cash flow on sectors, including MPS;

— the report of the Government of Australia on changes in assets / net capital, including MPS;

— explanatory notes to financial statements, including the statement for the basic principles of account-
ing policies.

3) statement of the Minister of Finance for compliance to requirements:

«that financial statements:

a) are prepared according to the Law on financial management and the accountability of 1997 and ap-
plicable standards of accounting of Australia;

b) authentically reflect the financial position of the government as of June 30 of 20xx year and results
of operating activities and cash flow of the government of Australia in a year ...» [3].

Examples of the above-named reports are given below, in Tables 1-3.

Depending on the subjects, included in the consolidated financial statements, the Australian national of-
fice of audit (further — ANAO) prepares up to 259 auditor reports, including nation-wide consolidated. The
checked subjects are a part either MPS, or sectors of the state finance corporations, or sector of the public
non-financial corporations and include the state departments, departments, the state companies and the state
trade enterprises.

The specified departments submit the financial statement to the auditor till September 30, audit comes
to the end till October 31. At the same time about 60 % of audit reports are issued in the same day in which
ANAO receives the approved financial statements (90 % — within 2 days).

The consolidated financial statements are submitted to the auditor till November 30. The auditor report
on CFS is submitted in December of the same year.

In 2010-2011 ANAO has to carry out 258 audits. For this purpose subjects of audit were classified by
portfolios. 19 portfolios are selected. For example:

— agricultural, fish and timber industry enterprises;

— broadband frequencies, communications and digital economy;

— defense;

— education.

In addition to these checked subjects, there are 12 subjects on which the Government of Australia has
no significant effect. The cost of the general net assets of such subjects is shown as investment (for example,
the Australian national university).

The review on branch portfolios is provided in Table 4.

Process of financial audit of ANAO carries out in 2 steps — intermediate and final.

The intermediate stage is devoted to an assessment of internal control systems of key departments, in-
cluding mechanisms of management, information systems and procedures of control in 27 departments of
which about 95 % of the income and expenses of MPS are the share.

The report on results of intermediate audit is called «The intermediate stage of audit of financial state-
ments of the largest departments which are a part of MPS for the period which is coming to an end on June
30, 20xx year» (about 230 p.) and it is represented in Parliament and to responsible ministers.

The opinion is expressed in the report that systems, the elements of management and processes existing
in large Australian departments of the government work in such a way that allow them to prepare financial
statements which give a reliable and objective idea of the financial performance and financial position on
ending date of financial year.

At this stage such violations as control system shortcomings in a number of areas, in particular concern-
ing management of personnel can be revealed; processes of management of assets; management of exclusive
access to key financial systems and management of IT safety.

At a final stage of audit which is applied to all persons, ANAO finishes its assessment of efficiency of
key control devices for all year, check on the substance of significant account balances and the disclosed in-
formation which is contained in financial statements and generalizes results by the audit report about finan-
cial statements of the subject.

For example, the general questions defined in the final stage of audit in 2011-2012 were in the relation:
information technologies in the management, such as access for users and division of duties; processes of
management of assets, including the accounting of objects of incomplete construction, management of assets
with shares holders, integrity of registers of assets and management of system of processing.

The final report under the name «The Audit of Financial Statements of Subjects of Public Sector of
Australia Which, ending on June 30, 20xx year» (about 270 p.) is submitted in Parliament in December. The
audit report is attached to the report (on 2 p.).

Indicator of good financial management at the subject is:

e timely approval of financial statements;

¢ unconditional positive audit report [2].

It should be noted that most of auditors of ANAO are professional accountants, and transition to the ac-
count by a method of charge hasn't demanded from them the retraining and professional development. More-
over, the General auditor of Australia is a member of Institute of the certificated accountants and the Austral-
ian society of the certified public accountants, and also the vice-chairman of Council for standards of ac-
counting of Australia.

For ensuring the high-quality carrying out audit, foreign auditor offices develop methodologies for car-
rying out annual financial audit.

For example, at Office of the General auditor of Canada (further — OAG) the methodology under the
name «Guide to Carrying Out Annual Audit» consists of 171 pages.

The guide contains an explanation of procedures of carrying out financial audit of OAG, which are
schematically submitted in the Figure 1.

It should be noted that OAG carries out the annual audit inspections for decades, and the personnel in-
volved in conducting such checks consist of the qualified accountants or students who are going to become
professional accountants, therefore, all of them are very well familiar with accounting by a charge method,
standards of accounting and audit.

Special interest regarding development of the methodical management and transition to financial audit
represents the experience of the Republic of Turkey.

In the country during the long period more attention was paid on check of where budgetary funds have
been spent and at the same time paid not enough attention to financial statements. The court of Accounts of
the Republic of Turkey within 145 years carried out the audit on compliance and, only in the last 5 of them,
the emphasis is placed on financial audit to which now all subjects involved in execution of the State Budget
annually are exposed.

Transition to financial audit has begun since 2005 with the joint project with National control adminis-
tration of Great Britain which has also given practical help in carrying out the educational program for transi-
tion of Court of Accounts to financial audit.

Bases and principles of carrying out the financial audit have been developed by Court of Accounts in
«The guide to the regulatory (ordered) audit».

From 2005 to 2007 the pilot projects of carrying out the financial audit are executed. After that the
Management assessment is carried out by results of which its adjustment is executed.

Then the Court of Accounts has started the 2nd pilot project — practical works in which a large number
of auditors and the audited subjects has been involved.

2008-2009 years have been devoted to preparation of the training material «The Guide to the Regulato-
ry (Ordered) Audit» and training of auditors.

After that the work on evaluating and analysis of the Guide, and definition was coming — whether new
adjustments are required.

After all this the Guide has been submitted for consideration of General council and approved by it.
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For implementation of financial audit the computer support and certain professional programmers were
necessary together with whom the program support of financial audit was developed.

In 2010 the process on transition to financial audit has been complete.

In May, 2012 the Court of Accounts has carried out practical work on improvement of the Guide. 180
auditors and heads of divisions under the general leaders of the Center of development and training of Court
of Accounts of the Republic of Turkey (DEGEM) [4] took part in practical work.

Especially it should be noted problematic issues of Court of Accounts of the Republic of Turkey upon
transition to financial audit.

In Court of Accounts there was a traditional auditor culture of carrying out audit having a 145-year ex-
perience, and in this regard the transition to a new type of audit was very difficult. Among auditors there
were people who didn't trust in new type of audit and trusted more in audit on compliance at which it was
necessary to carry out audit of all procedures. At financial audit check on a selective basis becomes and such
method wasn't acceptable by older auditors. They didn't study new standards, and the new method of carry-
ing out audit wasn't clear to them. Only after carrying out the educational program, their belief have begun to
change, then, as there were no problems with young specialists.

Financial audit is a command type of audit, i.e. it is necessary to collect the team consisting not less of 3
people. Transition from individual audit to group work was difficult too. Therefore the principles and rules
of work in team have been developed.

The audited subjects (public institutions, bodies, subjects of quasi-public sector) also have been forced
to get used to new methods of work of Court of Accounts. In connection with what the problem of SAI was
to acquaint the audited subjects with new requirements and to carry out explanatory work with them. The
number of requests for many documents has increased.

Carrying out financial audit requires knowledge of accounting. In this regard at employment in Court of
Accounts existence of the diploma about accounting education — is obligatory. Who had no such education,
for example, earlier accepted workers, have completed a course. Also the Center of development and training
began to train auditors haw to estimate work of system of internal control and information systems. Auditors
have to be able to use software products on accounting and financial audit [4].

Experience of Estonia is demonstrative example of support of quality of carrying out audit.

The summary annual reporting of Estonia is formed according to the International standards of account-
ing and consists from:

— the state reporting and the summary reporting of the state (including the companies, funds belonging
to the state);

— data on local self-government institutions;

— data on public and sector sector.

The data necessary for compilation of the summary reporting are in one database. Each accountable or-
ganization shall enter quarterly its test balance into the database [5].

According to the Law on the state budget, the State control of Estonia (further — SC) shall carry out au-
dit of the summary annual report of the state. In this case the SC shall make the auditor report which is sub-
mitted in Parliament together with the summary annual report of the state. The auditor report shall contain
the conclusion on reliability of the summary report and validity of operations.

Support of quality in the course of carrying out audit is reached at the expense of:

— professional competence (in the field of accounting, audit, management of projects, etc.);

— domestic policy in writing (guides), samples of documents and the software for audit.

At the end of stages of planning and writing of reports the auditor team has an opportunity to form the
group consisting of audit managers who carry out the analysis of the plan or the report as third-party experts.

Certification of auditors is considered as plan activities for improving of quality of audit of SC (the
minimum requirement to the manager on audit and director at the levels of departments) [5].

Generalizing the international experience, it is possible to mark that financial audit has the features
which are schematically provided in the Figure 2:

SAI attaches equal significance to financial audits and audits of efficiency. For improvement of audit of
reports of public sector and bodies of the state financial control have to increase significantly the competence
in financial audit. In the majority of the countries the reforming of system of accounting according to the in-
ternational standards has defined need of development of training and professional development of experts in
the field of accounting, audit and financial statements, studying of information systems and methods of de-
tection of sources of roguery or inefficient processes.

The governments bear moral responsibility before the citizens for transparency in the handling of tax-
payers money [6]. Budgets of the governments represent financial plans which define how the state resources
will be used for achievement of political objectives (The Organization for Economic Cooperation and De-
velopment [7]. The budget plays the central role in life of each citizen. The citizens especially poor and nee-
dy, are the main beneficiaries of the state programs financed by the budget. Therefore it is very important
that citizens understand the state budgets and have access to information which will allow them to bring to
responsibility of government for use of public funds. The principle of rule of law and the theory of the agen-
cies define ways of transparency of the governments [8]. On the one hand, rule of law considers compulsory
publicity and transparent management of cornerstones of public administration. On the other hand, the theory
of the agencies affirm that the principal (citizen) and the agent (politician) can't pursue identical preferences
as characters have own interests which not always maximize welfare of citizens. Thus, citizens have to dis-
tribute information as a way to weaken asymmetry of information and to allow the first to control activity of
characters [9]. Premchand defines transparency of the budget as general availability of information on proce-
dures and transactions of decision-making by the governments [10]. Kopits and Craig add that this informa-
tion has to be reliable, comprehensive, timely, clear and internationally comparable [11]. Besides, Blondal
considered that the budgetary transparency has three basic elements: (a) release of the budgetary data (sys-
tematic and timely publication of all relevant fiscal information); (b) effective role of legislature (careful
analysis and independent analysis of the budgetary reports, discussion and influence on the budgetary policy,
and also accountability of the government); and c) an effective role of civil society through the mass media
and non-governmental organizations (influencing the budgetary policy, bringing to responsibility of govern-
ment) [12]. As for a role of legislature and its influence on civil society, legislators have large powers on use
of the resources that in certain cases brings benefit to their own voters and/or participants of a campaign.
However the supervising role is the public benefit in legislature that brings benefit to all population [13]. Ac-
tually, transparency of the budget depends on that role which is played by legislature concerning the budge-
tary supervision [14].

Today in Kazakhstan unprecedented attempts on ensuring publicity of the budgetary processes are car-
ried out. Within the Electronic Government project the platform for placement of the budgetary plans by
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public authorities is created. It is planned to carry out work of a platform in 2017 in the test mode and by
2018 will be provided the full start of all opportunities. By the Decree of the President since January 1, 2017
the Calculating committee on control of performance of the republican budget will carry out preliminary es-
timate of the draft of the republican budget that in fact is strengthening of legislative budgetary supervision
and expansion of functions of the state audit. Earlier state financial control executed only verifications of the
budget by a post factum.

According to the [15] budgetary process it is subdivided into four stages: drawing up, approval, execu-
tion, audit and assessment. The role of legislature at each stage differs from the country to the country. In
Kazakhstan as a part of Parliament the Committee on finance and budget within which scope of interests fall
including questions of the state budget functions. The legislature is focused on preliminary process of accep-
tance and the adoption of Laws on the budget. However in Parliament there is no special committee for con-
sideration of results of the state audit. This kind of activity is necessary for increase in efficiency of public
administration. As the state audit, in essence, is engaged in consulting activity, that is informs the authority
on quality of work of government. Further decision-making has to be based on qualitative information of
institute of the state audit. Only such form of government can be effective.

Thus, transition to the state audit means consolidation of information concerning activity not only pub-
lic authorities, but also subjects of quasi-public sector, and also other assets of the state. Work on audit and
assessment of financial statements of public sector has to become the most important step of improvement of
activity of the state audit in Kazakhstan. Further on an annual basis the consolidated financial statements
have to be submitted to "principal" at the time of the conclusion presentation to the budget of the country. As
shown above, it is the best practices of foreign countries. Fundamentals of methodology of carrying out con-
solidation can be taken from the private sector and adapted to state. It should be noted that this practice with
success is applied in corporate management.

Today imperfection of methodology of an assessment of the state assets results in unauthenticity of es-
timates. Already recognized poor control of quasi-public sector is explained by it. That is the existing ac-
count doesn't allow to estimate fairly both assets, and obligations. On the one hand the quasi sector has
passed to the international standards of the reporting long ago and is object of obligatory external audit ac-
cording to the Law RK "About Auditor Activity". Data of reports are annually collected in Depositary of
financial statements. On the other hand, the state account isn't able to estimate the number of such subjects,
share in the market, the cost of this "portfolio", and following from here insufficient transparency, inefficien-
cy and a number of problems today. Making decision on privatization is much caused to simmering of the
matters. Today it is necessary to clear the state assets from non-core, to range them on "portfolios", to devel-
op methodology of the state audit of financial statements, consolidation. Such information will provide adop-
tion of effective solutions of public administration.

«Halyk Bank» the Analysis of financial stability of the joint-stock company
as the tool for increase in system effectiveness of internal audit

The banking system is an important component of the market economy. Aimed at improving the quality of
effective management of the bank and its most important functions on the basis of improving governance,
stability of domestic banks in the second level of the banking system, respectively, lead to the development of
the entire economy.This article shows an analysis of the financial performance of the internal audit of banks
of the second level of correlation - regresionnym mathematical method. In the analysis as an important factor
in performance of their own capital of commercial banks were taken. Because at the moment, capital
adequacy is one of the most important tasks facing the second-tier banks in Kazakhstan. In connection with
the increase in equity capital of JSC «Halyk Bank's» creditworthiness, the financing of industrial enterprises,
an increase of equity capital promotes the development of the national economy. The article shows the factors
that influenced the change in equity of the dynamics of Halyk Bank for the period 2005-2015. Using
stepwise regression selected influencing factors and, accordingly, they built three adequate regression models.
As aresult, to determine what factors affect the dynamics of change in equity of JSC «Halyk Bank».
